FAQS
May I bring friends to The Caf? 
Commuters do not get Guest meals.

Can I use more than one meal swipe per meal period? 
Commuters can use more than one swipe per period. 

Do Birdie Bucks+ expire at the end of each semester? 
Birdie Bucks+ carry over between fall and spring semester if 
you remain on the dining plan, but expire at the end  
of each academic year.

Do unused meal blocks carry over from fall to  
spring semester? 
Commuters' meal blocks carry over until the end of the year.

May I add more Birdie Bucks+ to my account? 
You can add Birdie Bucks+ in $50 increments to your 
account using the GET App. These carry over from semester-
to-semester and year-to-year as long as you are  
an active member of the Carthage community.

Where can I view menus? 
Menus are available at carthagedining.catertrax.com and 
with Instagram @carthagecollegedining.

How do I purchase a dining plan? 
Commuters can email dining@carthage.edu or visit student 
financial services.

Can I use a meal swipe in retail locations? 
Yes -- students with a resident meal plan can use one swipe 
each day for a retail meal purchase from one of the dining 
concepts in the Campbell Student Union, Red Zone, or 
Lentz Do Lunch. The meal swipe has a value of up to $8.95 
and Birdie Bucks+, credit card, or cash can used for any 
additional balance. 

Can I use a meal swipe at Lentz Do Lunch? 
Yes -- you can use a meal swipe with the following 
combination: a black dot, red dot, and either a fountain 
drink or coffee. Additionally, we offer a hot line featuring a 
full entrée, where a meal swipe covers both the entrée and 
a drink. For all other items, you can use a meal exchange, 
which has a dollar value of $8.95. 

What is the difference between a meal swipe and a meal 

exchange?
Commuter students' swipes last all year. Meal Swipes are 
only valid at our Caf and Lentz Do Lunch for the Pick 3 
options. Commuter students have their swipes loaded as 
they purchase their block plans. Meal Exchanges allow you 
to use a "Meal Swipe" as a form of payment, valued at $8.95 
per swipe. Meal Exchanges can be used at the Student Union 
restaurants, Red Zone, or Lentz Do Lunch, offering greater 
f lexibility at our retail locations.
