Kecipe of Tthe MonTh
Cauliflower, Chickyea and Bullernul Curry with Kice

(Serves 6)

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Tomatoes (tinned) —400 g
Chickpeas—100 g
Butternut Squash — % whole
Curry powder — 1 thsp
Cauliflower — small head
Peas—100g

Onion (chopped) — 1 whole
Garlic (minced) — 1 clove
Carrot (diced) — 2

Method

1. Dice the onions and mince the garlic.

2. Peel and dice the butternut into % cm
squares and roast in the oven until part
cooked.

3. In a large saucepan fry the onions and
garlic until they are almost cooked, then add
curry powder and cook for a further minute.
4. Add the carrots, chickpeas and cauliflower
and stir well until everything is coated in
curry powder.

5.Add the tomatoes and quarter tin of water
(using the tinned tomatoes empty tin).

6. Add the butternut squash.

7. Bring to the boil and reduce to simmer and
add the peas.

8.Serve with rice
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
