A couple of months ago, us three priests who are
pastors in the Catholic parishes of DeKalb County
have been getting together weekly for prayer, reading
of the upcoming Sunday readings, and discussion.
About an hour of a gathering. It has been a real
treasure. I would encourage everyone in our parish to
form a small group like this, four to six people for the
same - prayer, Scripture reading, and discussion. May
you discover the same consolation as well.
