We continue to see growth not only in participation but also in development opportunities. In Milton, we
have launched new additional programs designed to better bridge the gap between recreational play and
academy-level soccer. These programs are an important step in strengthening our player pathway and
providing clear, accessible opportunities for players to continue their development within Rush Union.

Our referees also continue to progress, and we want to congratulate those who recently participated in
advanced referee training. Their commitment to improving their craft plays a critical role in supporting the
game across all levels, and we are proud of their continued development.

As part of our ongoing communication around the upcoming U.S. Soccer age group changes set for Fall
2026, we have now moved into Phase 2 of our integration plan. We recently held two Q&A sessions for
families, and a follow-up video has been shared to help provide additional clarity. We will also be hosting
team-specific meetings later in April, while continuing to offer opportunities for parents to provide
individual feedback and connect directly with coaches. Our goal remains to ensure a transparent, thoughtful
transition for everyone involved.

(NAL) beginning in the Fall 2026—Spring 2027 season. This is an important step forward for our elite player
pathway and reflects the continued growth and ambition of our club.

Looking ahead, ID Clinics will be held in early May, with tryout registration opening soon. These events are
an important part of our player identification process, and we encourage families to keep an eye out for
more information in the coming days. At the same time, summer program registration is now open, with a
wide range of options available at both locations to keep players engaged and developing through the off-
season.

We also want to take a moment to recognize two outstanding members of our community. Congratulations
to Juliet on her induction into the Georgia Soccer Hall of Fame, and to Cara on being honored as the Georgia
Soccer Administrator of the Year for 2025. Both were recognized at the recent Georgia Soccer Annual
General Meeting, and their contributions to the game and our club are truly exceptional.
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Our new community initiatives, “Get on the Bus” and “Just Ball” are set to launch later this spring and into
the summer. These programs represent an important step in expanding access to the game and creating
new opportunities for players in our local communities to get involved in soccer.

Partnerships like these play a vital role in helping us continue to grow and enhance our programs. We
welcome others in the community who are interested in supporting the club to connect with us as we
continue to build.
