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Connection to Bible Story 
Here are four truths that we can learn about God from the Creation story
today: 

Truth #1: God is our Creative Creator

What are the colours you see in the world? 
What are the most unique or strange animals you know of?

How about fingerprints? No two fingerprints are the same. And it is highly
unlikely that any two snowflakes are the same!

There are more than 11,000 species of birds. 
Did you know that there are over 7,400 species of frogs?! 
Wow! God did that. 

Every good thing He made is unique and different. 
God is a creative Creator.

Show animal and nature images as talking:

What if God created only one kind of dog or one kind of bird? 
What if He made everything black and white? Have you ever thought of that?
What if all of our food had only one flavour? It all tasted the same!
What would you want it to taste like?

We could still live this way in a plain world, but would that be fun? 

I’m glad that we get to enjoy a world of colour, flavours, textures, sounds, and smells! We
can see, feel, hear, taste, and touch His creation, and it is good!
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Truth #2: God is Detail-Oriented 
God cares about the details! When He created everything, He paid close attention to the
details. 

Let’s look at a video of things God created. Each one is zoomed in super close to see God’s
attention to detail. Then the image slowly zooms out. Can you guess what the object is before
it zooms out?

Truth #3: God Wants Us to Take Care of Our World

Going Deeper with Who Made God?

If God made everything, does that make you wonder who made God?
God has always been with us and will always be with us.
No one created God. God, the Father, Jesus, His Son, and the Holy Spirit have always been and
always will be. They were from the beginning of time (Alpha) and will always be (Omega).
(Reference Revelation 1:8)

This means that They will always be with us. We never have to feel alone because God is with
us.

God says in the Bible, that He “will never leave you. He will never desert you. So that you can
say with confidence, The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid.” Hebrews 13:5-6 NIRV

Any time you see a forest of trees, eat strawberries from your garden, or watch a squirrel
climbing a tree, I want you to know that God is with you. 
He cares about you just as much as
 He cares for the birds and the squirrels.

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Hand out Playbills

When you go to a theatre performance, you may be given a Playbill that
tells about the play and the actors.

At VISTO, we are giving you a Playbill, too, that will contain information
about you.  You are invited to take it home each day and add to it all the
things you are learning.  

We call this our TAKE ACTION Playbill! because we are going to ask you to take action on the
things you learn at VISTO everyday! Sometimes we can get so caught up in what we are
learning that we don’t always take the time to notice what others are doing, or put into action
what we’ve learned.  Teach “Take Action” hand motion. 

Each day at VISTO there will be an activity to do and when you bring it back to camp the next
day we want to celebrate what you have done!  In addition, VISTO VERA has a special video
for you to watch each day & this wristband is going to be your reminder all week long!

Attach Wristband on self and each camper.

Make sure each camper has their name on their Playbill. 

Attach today’s Take Action insert and encourage campers to keep other items from their week
inside their playbill, or consider journalling about these things throughout the week. 

Bring 3-4 different things in nature that you find interesting and unique. 

Put them in a plastic bag and bring them to VISTO tomorrow to show everyone in our crew. 
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PRAYER
