Supplies: VERA’s Playbill, clapboard
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(VERA leans in as if to whisper a secret to the Campers) 

Want a great idea? Invite your family members to share what they like about themselves.
And of course, be sure to tell them that they are amazing and wonderful, too!

Have them sign their name in your Playbill.  

Bring it with you tomorrow and be sure to show it to your VISTO Crew Leader! We’ll have
something for you ;)

Supplies: Life-sized or extra big tic tac toe board? (drawn on a poster board, X’s and O’s
cut out of colourful poster board)

Hey there, VISTO Camper. I love playing Tic Tac Toe. Do you?

I challenge you to get three in a row, X’s or O’s, by doing the important things on your
Take Action Tic Tac Toe board.

You can also invite a family member to join you.

Will you give someone a hug and listen while they talk?

Bring your Take Action Playbill with you to VISTO tomorrow and show your Crew Leader
how you helped others and got three in a row.

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Supplies: Stack of matching games, VERA’s playbill

(Camera focuses in on VERA who is carrying a stack full of matching games.)

Have you done your Fruit of the Spirit Matching Game yet?

If not, I want you to take a few minutes to match up the description with each fruit of the
Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-
control.

(Camera zooms in on the page inside VERA’s Playbill)

You are super special, Campers. And you’re important to us at VISTO. What would VISTO
be if you weren’t there?

I love watching you show kindness and patience to your fellow VISTO Campers. You help
each other and cheer each other on. I hope you have made special friends this week.
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Be sure to bring your playbill to VISTO tomorrow.

Supplies: Phone, VERA’s playbill

Gets off phone as camera zooms in.
I have the best cousin ever. She just called to tell me that she loves me and that God
loves me.

I feel really special right now.

I want to call my other cousins and my friends and tell them that I love them and that
God loves them. I want to tell my grandma and grandpa and my mom and dad.

I want to tell everyone about God’s love! He is so, so good!

Guess what?! (Camera cuts to a different angle and catches VERA jumping up as she
says Guess what?!)
Everyone wants to be loved, and there’s no other love as deep and wide and high as
God’s love, so let’s tell them.

That’s your Take Action!
Decide who you’ll tell about God’s love.

Then tell them: I love you and so does God! He loves you just as you are. Tell them what
you appreciate or admire most about them. You will make them feel super special.
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Then inside your Playbill, write their name in the heart.

Bring you Playbill back tomorrow and tell your Crew Leader who you told about God’s
love.  We are so proud of you!!
