Learning to sing the words in Latin brings us
into the chorus of voices throughout the history of the Church
who join in that praise. Learning this chant as well as other
prayers in another language can help us to hear and
understand them more distinctly in English. Please see a
literal translation of the words below:

Sanctus - Holy; Dominus - Lord; Deus - God; Sabaoth -
(Hebrew word), of hosts/armies/power and might; Pleni - full;
sunt - are; coeli - heaven; et - and; terra - earth; gloria - glory;
tua - your; Hosanna - (Hebrew word praising God's mercy);

in - in; excelsis - the highest; Benedictus - blessed; qui - who;
venit - comes; in - in; nomine - the name; Domini - of the Lord;
