Back from the Dead Cemetery Walk

How did “Back from the Dead” begin?
It was started by the students of Mount Saint Mary’s seminary in Emmitsburg,

MD and is still held annually at the cemetery of the National Shrine of St.
Elizabeth Ann Seton nearby. It was brought to Savannah by a group of

volunteers in 2022 and is currently planning for our fourth year. 

What does the walk look like?
Participants arrive and check-in at a designated table. Once a group of 10-15

has assembled, they begin their journey led by a guide with a lantern. The
guide will take them to the first station, where they stop to hear the actor
give his monologue. The group then moves to the next station and continues

through the end. At the conclusion, groups are given a handout of
reflections and an opportunity to make a donation. The walk takes

approximately an hour and a half.

Why is the event held in a cemetery?
The purpose of the event is to encourage people to think about their death

and what happens when we die. Catholics have always regarded cemeteries as
sacred places and the Church encourages us to visit cemeteries and pray for
the dead. Participants who attend Back from the Dead are encouraged to pray

for the souls of those buried in the cemetery as they walk the route. 

Is it scary?
Not intentionally. Because the event is held at night in a cemetery, some may
consider it uncomfortable. However, this is not a haunted house. No one will

jump out or surprise you. The stories of the saints are beautiful and
inspiring, not intended to be frightening. 

What ages can attend?
Back from the Dead is open to all ages! The event is family friendly.

Is the event handicap accessible?
The walk is approximately 0.75 miles long and some parts are on uneven

ground. A seated accessible performance will be presented on November 8 at
6pm for those who are unable to make the walk. 

What if it rains?
We are not afraid of sprinkles and mud, but in case of storms that prevent

the outdoor event from taking place, it will be moved or rescheduled. If that
happens, you can visit the Facebook page or website below for more

information. 

Do participants have to register?
Registration is recommended but not required. Registering ensures that

participants will be able to enter the walk when they arrive, while others may
have a short wait. 

Can I bring a large group? 
Yes please! We just ask you to register ahead of time so we are expecting you.
