The opportunity to pray together as part of the consecration process is of great personal benefit and an 

excellent way for you to know and fortify other Catholic men in your faith community here at  

Sacred Heart. 
 

What you need to do:  

1. Register for your personal copy of Consecration to St. Joseph by Father Don Calloway. The 

book is our guide through the consecration. See our website or Scan the QR Code.                            

The books are a gift to you from the Parish. 

2. Registration must be completed by Wednesday, Sept 24 to make sure your book is ordered 

3. Do your best to come to each meeting as posted --- resolve, at a minimum to the first meeting 

and sixth meeting on Consecration Day.  

4. Follow the 33-day program of preparation with your brothers or individually: daily reading, 

prayer, discussion, and meditation. Contribute to each meeting discussion. 

If you can’t do the meetings or otherwise desire to follow the program on your own, follow the 

instructions in the book. You will be in a community of prayer regardless. As a start  note page 6 of 

the introduction for individual participation. Remember, the book is a gift to you from the parish, 

but you must “register” to receive your copy.
