Greenworks Ministry – Green Tip for the Week 
Hurry up to save on your energy improvement projects! 
Recently passed federal legislation has greatly accelerated the timeline for federal energy 
efficiency tax incentives.  There's still time, but don't procrastinate! 
The Energy Efficient Home Improvement Credit helps cover the costs of certain energy-efficient 
home improvements done before December 31, 2025, and the purchase of upgrades, such as 
heat pumps, made before December 31, 2025. 
The Residential Energy Tax Credit, also referred to as the solar tax credit, can be claimed for 
eligible solar energy systems and other types of qualifying property that are purchased and 
installed before December 31, 2025. 
Also, purchases of electric vehicles before September 30, 2025, may be eligible for a tax credit of 
up to $7,500 for new EVs and up to $4,000 for used EVs.
