Students pursuing the iLEAD Business Experience Certificate have the opportunity to Learn through 
Experience, Action and Discovery in the form of directed studies, workplace internships, overseas studies and 
volunteer service to others.

Biidaaban Community Service-Learning (BCSL)
Biidaaban is an Anishnaabe word meaning “the point at which the light touches the earth
at the break of dawn.”

BCSL is a unique experiential learning program that allows students to volunteer within community 
organizations for course credit through project-based learning or placements. Students can also support 
Indigenous children and youth through the Biidaaban Youth Group and Biidaaban Academic Support 
programs. Participants receive training from Elders, Indigenous knowledge holders, faculty, educators and 
community members throughout their placements.

The George and Helen Vari Simulation Centre
The George and Helen Vari Simulation Centre offers an immersive, interactive learning environment designed 
to replicate a variety of real-life situations, procedures, and environments.

The state-of-the-art space features four hospital simulation suites with life-like manikins that can mimic a 
variety of healthcare and other professional situations. Students are able to build competency in their skills, 
practice critical thinking, and make mistakes in a safe, supportive, and controlled environment to help prepare 
them for professional practice.

Using immersive projection technology, two dedicated rooms can be transformed into various settings such as 
a hospital, clinic, large group gathering or disaster scene. Students navigate the environment using interactive 
touch points on the walls.

Students explore culturally relevant pedagogical understandings in working with elementary students of all 
academic levels in numerous subject areas.

Practicum experiences allow students to connect educational theory with practical applications in the 
classroom and the entire school. Our graduates return to their classrooms with newly acquired skills and 
knowledge gained from the Indigenous Classroom Assistant Diploma Program to assist Indigenous children in 
elementary classrooms across the province.

Teacher of Indigenous Language as a Second Language (TILSL)

The TILSL Program provides students who are fluent in the languages of Anishnaabemwin, Cree, Lunaape, 
Mohawk and Cayuga the opportunity to earn a Diploma in Education or Bachelor of Education Degree from 
Nipissing University and a Certificate of Qualification and Registration from the Ontario College of Teachers:
