In-

mates may go from county jails to state prisons. Federal 

prisons often move inmates around to different states. 

They do this depending upon the inmate criminal profile, 

behavior, age, and health.] 

“I’m very sad to say that we can no longer receive your 

Bible studies at the Harris County Jail (Houston). They 

no longer allow us to receive books. [Drug use inside the 

jail was so prevalent that the Sheriff was forced to stop 

all physical mail. They do provide electronic mail 

through the tablets.]  It’s a horrible feeling knowing the 

studies are being taken away. I was very close to finish-

ing. I’ve been doing your studies for some years and they 

add such a huge light to my life while being locked up 

fighting my case.”   Bryanna  [She has since been trans-

ferred to a state prison and is resuming her studies!]
