PASTOR'S MESSAGE
Dear Friends,

The Gospel that we hear this Sunday is ALWAYS the same Gospel passage that we hear on the Sunday following
Easter (John 20:19-31). This indicates just how important this passage is! It recounts Christ’s first visit to the Apostles
on Easter Sunday evening and then his second visit to them the following Sunday. The first visit gave us the Sacrament
of Confession, and the second visit gave us the famous words of “Doubting” Thomas: “My Lord and my God!”

Pope St. John Paul Il declared the Sunday which follows Easter to be “Divine Mercy Sunday,” a name which derives
from the Divine Mercy devotion made popular by Saint Faustina. Celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday by praying the Divine
Mercy Chaplet and then putting that prayer into practice by performing acts of mercy throughout the day. (And don’t be
shy about telling others what a blessing it is to have the Sacrament of Confession in your life.)

Happy Divine Mercy Sunday to all of you!

PS: A special word of thanks to the parishioner who personally purchased our newly installed image of Divine Mercy in
Poland and then donated it to St. Louis Parish so that it can adorn our church! It's especially fitting that the image is
located on the wall of the traditional confessional - the Sacrament of Divine Mercy!
