Dear Friends,

Sometimes the penance that | give in Confession is to pick a random page in the New Testament (located conveniently
in our church pews) and to prayerfully read two paragraphs. Word has gotten back to me that this penance is
sometimes a very powerful experience. “Father, the random passage that | read turned out to be perfect for me!”

Today’s Gospel describes the first “Bible study” group. Jesus himself explained the Scriptures to the two disciples
walking on the road to Emmaus. “Our hearts were burning within us,” they said, “when he opened the Scriptures to us.”
You can open the Scriptures; you can read the New Testament (especially the Gospels) with Christian faith.

Ask the Holy Spirit to be present in you as you read the Word of God. The Word of God is “living and effective”
(Hebrews 4:12) The Holy Spirit inspired the composition of the Word of God, and it is the Holy Spirit who is present in
you when you read it with Christian faith.

The Easter Season will conclude next month with the Solemnity of Pentecost, so the Easter Season is the perfect time
for focusing on the role of the Holy Spirit in your life.
