PASTOR'S MESSAGE

Dear Friends,

Where were you last year on May 8, 20257 Recall where you were in the moment that it was dramatically announced
to all the world: “Habemus Papam!” “We have a Pope!”

And then the even more dramatic moment of his identity being revealed: the American Cardinal who was raised in the
suburbs of Chicago, Cardinal Robert Prevost, O.S.A. If ever there was a moment in Church history when it could be
declared, “The Lord’s ways are not our ways,” it was that day. For centuries it had been held as undeniably certain that
there would never be an American Pope.

As you know, this year it has been reported that Americans converted to the Catholic Faith at the highest numbers in
over 21 years. This is no mere fad; conversion is a life change and a commitment to be a disciple of Jesus in a whole
new way. The Holy Spirit is at work in the Church from top to bottom.

In this Easter Season we do not merely look backward to the Resurrection and sing praise of the Lord’s conquering of
the grave. We also look forward to the Solemnity of Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit descended upon the Apostles in a
transforming way. Believe in the Holy Spirit. It is the Spirit who moved the hearts and minds of the Cardinals last year
to elect Pope Leo X1V, and it is the Holy Spirit who is transforming the lives of those who came into full communion with
the Catholic Church at the Easter Vigil.

Concerning the Holy Spirit, Pope Leo offers us these words: “What took place in the Upper Room takes place anew in
our midst. Like a mighty wind that overtakes us, like a crash that startles us, like a fire that illuminates us, the gift of the
Holy Spirit descends upon us. The Holy Spirit overcomes fear, shatters inner chains, heals wounds, anoints with
strength, and grants the courage to go out to all and to proclaim God’s mighty works."

May God the Holy Spirit continue to give inner strength and profound wisdom to our Holy Father as he celebrates the
first anniversary of his election this Friday!
