PASTOR'S MESSAGE

Dear Friends,

The month of July is traditionally dedicated to devotion to the Precious Blood of Jesus. The religious sacrifices of the
Old Testament involved the shedding of blood from bulls, goats, and lambs. Blood was sacrificed to God as recognition
of its life force. This prefigured Jesus, the Lamb of God, who would shed His Precious Blood for us on the Cross.

Are you aware that when you receive the Blessed Eucharist that you are receiving the “whole Christ”? You are not
receiving His Sacred Body only, but rather the “whole Christ,” as was taught clearly in the Council of Trent: “Christ
whole and entire is present under the species of bread, and under any part whatsoever of that species.”

In this month of devotion to the Precious Blood call this truth to mind very consciously when you approach the altar
today: “l am about to receive Jesus completely - Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.” Unite your heart, and especially
the most difficult sacrifices of your life, to His Saving Sacrifice.

Let the words of two saints draw you deeper into the great mystery and meaning of the Precious Blood of Jesus today:

“You come to me and unite Yourself intimately to me under the form of nourishment.
Your Blood now runs in mine, Your Soul, Incarnate God, compenetrates mine, giving courage and support.
What miracles! Who would have ever imagined such!”
