Chaplain & Campground Guidelines

1. As Chaplain, meet with camp staff (interns) and personnel as soon as possible to let them know your available. Also check with them if you plan extra activities on your own for their approval.

2. Visit the camp sites on Friday or Saturday inviting them to the Worship Service (use bulletins located in camper to hand out while visiting). Identify yourself as the representative of the LBL Area Ministry. Yours is a ministry of PRESENCE and the campers religious convictions must be respected at all times

3. Be available for emergencies. If you leave your camper to go somewhere inside or outside the campground just leave a note on camper door on how to be reached or when you plan to return.

4. Be present as much as possible for the evening programs. Ask interns to introduce you to the crowd and why you are there.

5. Wear your badge that identifies you as the LBLAM Chaplain. (Badges located where bulletins are stored.)

6. If you have problems with the camper and it is not an immediate need, state the need on your report you are to mail in.

7. You are the only one in charge of the Worship Services. Put the worshippers at ease, by cordially, but clearly letting them know what to expect. You will take up an offering at the Worship Service to help support this ministry financially. You should explain what it supports before taking the offering.

8. Printed order of worship is encouraged and provided by the LBL Area Ministry. Bulletins located in camper. You may wish to bring your song sheet or hymns of your choice.

9. If you plan to use extra people for your worship service from outside the campground, YOU MUST CLEAR IT AHEAD OF TIME WITH CAMPGROUND PERSONNEL. If you are planning to use extra people during the week of serving as Chaplain from the outside, such as a Youth Group, Senior Adult Group, Bible Club Group, etc.. You must CLEAR IT WITH THE USDA FORREST SERVICE. YOU WILL NEED TO CALL THEM AT LEAST TWO MONTHS BEFORE GOING TO CLEAR IT WITH PARK PERSONNEL. THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT IF YOU WANT TO USE OTHERS.

12. Chaplains are allowed two (2) vehicles on their site, any additional vehicles will have to pay an overnight fee. All visitors outside the campground to Chaplain Camper will require a visitor fee. Extra tents on Chaplains site will need to be cleared with Park Personnel before going or when you arrive. Do not set up a tent before you clear it.
13. Fill out report and turn in offering.
