A surprise Christmas gift and the Bible App for Kids 
Book of Hope made these displaced children so 
happy! They even asked for more copies of the 
Book of Hope to take home to friends and family. 
Most of these children had been forced to leave 
everything behind when their families fled the 
ongoing conflict — to receive a new book of their own 
is a wonderful blessing.

The Bible App for Kids is one of the very best ways 
you’re reaching out to refugee and displaced 
children as well as children in the conflict zones, 
because children like these increasingly turn to 
tablets and phones to connect with one  another 
and the outside world.

Our partners in Ukraine are near the frontline and under 
constant fire. All families with the means to evacuate 
have done so — but those who cannot are visited by 
church teams with humanitarian aid and Christmas 
gifts for children. Through your generosity the 
teams are able to meet the young people where 
they are and deliver God’s Word.

We publish Bible storybooks and outreach booklets tailored to specific cultures. 
Whether it is a youth coming from a Muslim context or a neglected child in desperate 
need of physical and spiritual health, we create booklets that speak in their heart 
language and to their cultural context.

During Christmas, when many children in Asia celebrate with lights and gifts but lack 
knowledge about Jesus, our field teams hold special outreach events that provide 
children with a special Christmas edition Bible storybook.

In addition, many Southeast Asian cultures emphasize storytelling to pass down history. 
OneHope has created programs that rely on beautifully illustrated Bible story cards and 
oral storytelling to serve these cultures.

Digital
Christianity is a small minority in these countries, and many people may not know a 
believer or a church. That is why we created web-based programs that allow young 
people to explore life's tough questions and connect with believers. They can engage via 
social media, journey through Scripture, and meet local believers for further discipleship.

Film
OneHope also created and uses captivating films to reach young people. These films 
complement outreaches, church-planting endeavors, small groups, and home churches, 
allowing young people to engage with biblical truths through dynamic visual storytelling.

The local church organized a game day Christmas 
event for children and youth. The celebration 
included a distribution of the holiday-edition Book 
of Hope called Promised.

Partner churches provide humanitarian aid for 
refugees in Ukraine. Alongside the food and 
toiletries, teams distribute Bibles and various 
age-appropriate editions of the Book of Hope for 
children and youth. This is a distribution of 
Promised, special Christmas edition.
