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Sustainable responsible operations. 

Our stakeholders, team members and our guests want us to demonstrate how seriously we face issues 

such as climate change, water scarcity, utility consumption and environmental preservation. While 

integrating sustainability across our value chain and mitigating climate-related risk, we are working to 

reduce our environmental impacts by sustainably managing our energy and water use, reducing our 

waste and increasing the use of renewable energy. Papagayo curacao has invested heavily in 2021 in 

wastewater management. In the year 2022, most of the traditional bulbs in our properties were replaced 

with energy efficient bulbs(led). In 2023, the management of papagayo has invested in replacing all 

traditional gardens and parking lot lights to powered solar lights. This will have a great impact on the 

2024 sustainable goal of papagayo Curacao. 

Water Management. 

Due to the global water shortage, we are facing, we consider that it is very important to contribute in 

saving water. However, 2020 was a challenging year due to Covid19, that resulted in much lower 

occupancies in both the papagayo beach hotel and resort. This resulted in bigger water consumption per 

guest per night. We gradually reduce the flow of all faucets, by changing filters. We inform guests on 

ways of saving water, with information provided in the rooms, through the hotel’s tv channel, and with 

our staff on saving water, on annual basis. Papagayo curacao invested heavily in 2021 on water treatment 

plant to produce treated wastewater for gardening and landscaping.

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Energy management 

 

It is a well-known fact that hotels use big amounts of energy for daily operations. But we are conscious 

of our responsibility to contribute in the reduction of energy waste. During 2020 covid pandemic, we 

gradually change all our light bulbs to LED bulbs. We inform our guest and train our staff on saving power 

on annual basis, with information leaflets in the rooms, through the hotel’s tv channel, and with 

announcements in the common in order to reduce the A/Cs usage. We replaced all the A/C units with 

new ones that consume less energy and replaced all electric water heaters to solar powered water 

heaters. 

 

 

 

 

 

Chemicals Management 
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Chemicals have bad effects on the environment. Our goal is to reduce the use of chemicals, and when 

they are necessary, to make safer usage of them. Also, when we choose between chemicals, we choose 

the ones with less environmental side effects. Also, we have a recently and well-maintained water 

cleaning system in all our swimming pools, which leads to less usage of chemicals. The maintenance and 

pool team gets regular training on using chemicals safely in Papagayo. 
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Waste Management 

 

Recycling is one of our main areas that we are convinced to improve instantly. We reuse paper for 

internal use when it is possible. Additionally, we communicate internally through e-mails, in order to 

reduce printing. In 2018, we installed recycle bins in all common areas and in our restaurants, to collect 

separately paper, glass, plastic. Papagayo signed an agreement with Fuse Caribbean in partnership with 

Kooyman to be recycling all plastic waste to make recycle planks.
