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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

BEAR FRUIT THAT BEFITS REPENTANCE
As we enter the second Sunday of Advent, Isaiah, in
the first reading, announces the birth of a future king. The
kings before now were selfish and forgot the history of God’s
activity in the lives of the people of Israel. In the previous
verses of this chapter, God cuts down some lofty cedars in the
forest (the pride of David’s royal house) that blocked their
ability to see things God’s way. But from the stump of Jesse,
David’s father, the prophet now sees a shoot emerging, repre-
senting an ideal successor in David’s line.

This ideal king will be different and usher in a new
world order. What makes this new king so ideal is his total
cooperation with the Spirit of God, exhibited by the gifts he
receives from that Spirit. Appearances and hearsay will not
sway this king, and his decisions will be guided by justice,
peace, and righteousness. Jesus Christ, born of Mary, will
fulfill all these prophecies and activities about the new king
and the world order. To buttress this, Isaiah turns to vivid
images to impress on us the ideal nature of this king’s reign,
in contrast with those of other kings before him. He considers
the human community ruled by the kings of this world in
terms of wolves and lambs, leopards and kids, lions and
calves, bears and cows. He sees some of us as human wolves,
leopards, and lions with intimidating powers and affluent po-
litical positions who lord over everyone and take advantage of
the poor masses represented as lambs, goat kids, and calves.
Beyond this chaotic community, Isaiah envisions a new world
order in which enemies will live like friends, the powerful and
the vulnerable, and the rich and the poor will dwell together
as equals before God (11:6). In the Gospel message of John,
the Baptist appears in the wilderness to give a wake-up call to
repentance that will usher in the anticipated transformation
prophesied by Isaiah. He said to his audience: “Repent, for the
kingdom of heaven is at hand. Prepare the way of the Lord;
make straight his paths.” Like the audience of John, the Bap-
tist, we are to prepare to receive the Lord by first acknowledg-
ing our sins and repenting from them. There is no true repent-
ance without a proper awareness of what sin is and does to
our relationship with God.  To those Jews who think that
their parents’ familiarity with God is a fixed asset that will
benefit them, John the Baptist warned them to desist from
presuming a relationship with God. Like those Jews, some of
us presume a relationship with God based on long familiarity
but lack commitment. Some of us think that to be baptized,
confirmed, and receive Holy Communion is enough to claim a
relationship with God; others think that going only to Mass is
okay without commitment. It is important to note today that
God wants a one-on-one relationship that comes from a per-
sonal faith — not parents’ faith (Ezk 18:1-4); not friends’ faith
(Matt. 25:1-13). He wants a relationship grounded in faithful-
ness to the Commandment. So, it is not enough to claim re-
pentance without concrete evidence of victory over sin to
show for it. For instance: “I used to fight, but now I am at
peace with all.” This is what John the Baptist calls “bearing
fruit that befits repentance.” He knows we tend to confess our
sins without being converted. But it is by our fruits that
we show our conversion (Mt. 7:20), as it is by acknowl-
edging and repenting from our sins that we realize the
new community order of Isaiah. So, let us imagine the
harmony we can create when all of us intentionally
acknowledge and repent from our sins for Jesus’s com-
ing and begin to bear fruit of righteousness (Gal. 5:22-
23).

Reflexion de Homilia del Rev. Cletus Imo

DA FRUTO QUE CONVIENE AL ARREPENTIMIENTO
Al entrar en el segundo domingo de Adviento, Isaias, en la pri-
mera lectura, anuncia el nacimiento de un futuro rey. Los reyes
anteriores fueron egoistas y olvidaron la historia de la accion de
Dios en la vida del pueblo de Israel. En los versiculos anteriores
de este capitulo, Dios tala unos altos cedros del bosque (el orgullo
de la casa real de David) que les impedian ver las cosas como
Dios quiere. Pero del tronco de Jesé, padre de David, el profeta ve
ahora brotar un retoflo que representa a un sucesor ideal en la linea
de David. Este rey ideal sera diferente y marcara el comienzo de
un nuevo orden mundial. Lo que hace a este nuevo rey tan ideal es
su total cooperacion con el Espiritu de Dios, manifestada en los
dones que recibe de ¢l. Ni las apariencias ni los rumores influiran
en este rey, y sus decisiones se guiaran por la justicia, la paz y la
rectitud. Jesucristo, nacido de Maria, cumplira todas estas profe-
cias y actividades sobre el nuevo rey y el orden mundial. Para
reforzar esto, Isaias recurre a imagenes vividas para inculcarnos la
naturaleza ideal del reinado de este rey, en contraste con el de
otros reyes anteriores. Considera a la comunidad humana goberna-
da por los reyes de este mundo como lobos y corderos, leopardos
y cabritos, leones y terneros, 0sos y vacas. Nos ve a algunos como
lobos, leopardos y leones humanos con poderes intimidantes y
posiciones politicas adineradas que dominan a todos y se aprove-
chan de las masas pobres representadas como corderos, cabritos y
terneros. Mas alla de esta comunidad cadtica, Isaias visualiza un
nuevo orden mundial en el que los enemigos viviran como ami-
gos, los poderosos y los vulnerables, y los ricos y los pobres vivi-
ran juntos como iguales ante Dios (11:6). En el mensaje del
Evangelio de Juan, el Bautista aparece en el desierto para dar un
llamado de atencion al arrepentimiento que marcara el comienzo
de la transformacion anticipada profetizada por Isaias. Dijo a su
audiencia: «Arrepiéntanse, porque el reino de los cielos se ha acer-
cado. Preparen el camino del Sefor; enderecen sus sendas». Al
igual que la audiencia de Juan el Bautista, debemos prepararnos
para recibir al Sefior reconociendo primero nuestros pecados y
arrepintiéndonos de ellos. No hay verdadero arrepentimiento sin
una adecuada conciencia de lo que el pecado es y hace en nuestra
relacion con Dios. A aquellos judios que creen que la familiaridad
de sus padres con Dios es un activo invaluable que los beneficiara,
Juan el Bautista les advirtié que desistieran de presumir una rela-
cion con Dios. Al igual que aquellos judios, algunos presumimos
una relacion con Dios basada en una larga familiaridad, pero care-
cemos de compromiso. Algunos pensamos que ser bautizados,
confirmados y recibir la Sagrada Comunién es suficiente para
afirmar una relacion con Dios; otros piensan que solo ir a misa
estd bien sin compromiso. Es importante notar hoy que Dios quie-
re una relacion personal que surja de una fe personal, no de la fe
de los padres (Ez 18:1-4); ni de la fe de los amigos (Mt 25:1-13).
El quiere una relacion basada en la fidelidad al Mandamiento.

Asi que no basta con proclamar el arrepentimiento sin una eviden-
cia concreta de victoria sobre el pecado. Por ejemplo: «Antes pe-
leaba, pero ahora estoy en paz con todo». Esto es lo que Juan el
Bautista llama «dar fruto digno de arrepentimiento». El sabe que
solemos confesar nuestros pecados sin convertirnos. Pero es por
nuestros frutos que demostramos nuestra conversion (Mt. 7:20),
asi como al reconocer nuestros pecados y arrepentirnos de ellos
realizamos el nuevo orden comunitario de Isaias. Imaginemos,
pues, la armonia que podemos crear cuando todos reconozca-
mos y nos arrepintamos intencionalmente de nuestros pecados
para la venida de Jesus y comencemos a dar fruto de justicia
(Gal. 5:22-23).

BISHOP

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Peace and well-being to you and your families in these days of
cooling fall temperatures and shortening days. As we come to
the end of another year and the closing of our Jubilee Year as
Pilgrims of Hope, I keep on praying for God’s blessings upon
you, and I am grateful for your witness and your active living of
the Catholic faith in the Church of our Diocese of San Bernardi-
no!

As we enter the Season of Advent in preparation for Christmas,
I want to take this moment to offer a few thoughts, because if
we are not careful, we could miss its true meaning and im-
portance. Advent coincides with the “holiday season” Thanks-
giving and the secular Christmas time. These are truly joyful
and celebratory moments for us as we look forward to spending
time with our families and loved ones, eating delicious food
together and exchanging gifts, hugs and smiles.

My blessings and prayers to all of you for a holy and
reverent Advent Season in preparation to welcome the new life
of the newborn king, our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
