FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY

The First Reading reminds us that the family is a sa-
cred place where father and mother are honored, bringing
countless blessings. The Second Reading from St. Paul high-
lights the virtues that make for a peaceful and holy family. The
Gospel presents the challenges faced by parents in raising and
forming their children.

A common thread in all the readings is the reality of
life’s challenges. Living together as a family often intensifies
these challenges. The family of Mary and Joseph is holy be-
cause God was at its center, and His will was recognized and
accepted. Their faith guided how they interpreted reality and
responded to difficulties.

From the moment Mary and Joseph were betrothed,
trials marked their journey: Joseph was shocked by the nature
of Mary’s pregnancy. They found no room at the inn, and Jesus
was born in a manger. Herod sought to kill the Child, forcing
them to flee as refugees to Egypt.

Through all these hardships, Mary and Joseph remained faith-
ful, surrendering completely to the will of God.

Like the Holy Family, our families today face many
challenges. Whether a family becomes holy or unholy, joyful or
sorrowful, depends on how it responds to these challenges. A
holy family is: Holistic — not fractured by difficulties but inte-
grated in love. Mindful of God — attentive to His presence and
guidance. Forgiving — affirming the uniqueness of each mem-
ber.

Paul exhorts us to clothe ourselves with love and com-
passion: Love forgives mistakes and wrongs. Love humbles
itself, knowing its limits. Love creates kindness, making the
home a haven of gentleness and respect. Love practices pa-
tience, recognizing that growth takes time.

Love treasures each member, seeking the good in them. This
is how Emmanuel—God with us—is truly born into our fami-
lies.

As a parish family modeled on Mary and Joseph, we
have lived this year with God at the center. 2025 has been a
year of blessings as can be seen the following Sacraments Cele-
brated:

Un tema recurrente en todas las lecturas es la realidad
de los desafios de la vida. La convivencia familiar a menudo
intensifica estos desafios.
