BAPTIZED TO SERVE

Since Christmas Day, we have been celebrating Jesus as
the Son of Man, born into our world through Mary and
Joseph. Today, at his baptism, we celebrate him as the Son
of God. He stands before us no longer as an infant, but
as an adult ready to begin his mission. To inaugurate this
new era, he approaches John the Baptist for baptism. John
hesitates, sensing the reversal of roles, but Jesus in-

sists: “It is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness” (Matt
3:15).

What is this “righteousness” Jesus wants to fulfill? In
Scripture, righteousness is the state of life that makes one
acceptable to God. In the Old Testament, it was expressed
through ritual observances—circumcision, baptismal
washings, the Passover, and works of charity. These prac-
tices marked a person as a true member of God’s people.
Jesus, in entering these rituals, does not do so because he
needs purification. Rather, he enters them

to transform human righteousness into divine righteous-
ness. As Paul teaches, “He who knew no sin was made to
be sin for us, so that in him we might become the right-
eousness of God” (2 Cor 5:21). Jesus becomes our perfect
substitute, taking our sin and giving us his righteousness.
At his baptism, Jesus’ identity and mission are revealed.
He is the beloved Son, anointed to usher in a new creation.
In this moment, he takes upon himself the burden of our
sin and offers us the gift of his own holiness. In the Old
Testament, righteousness depended on human effort—
doing good and avoiding evil. God rewarded the just and
punished the wicked. Yet even then, God often treated his
people far better than they deserved. This is grace: the un-
earned generosity of God, made available to us through
Christ.

With Jesus’ baptism, the era of grace begins. Through our
own baptism, we enter into the righteousness he won for
us. We begin to share in eternal life—not merely life with-
out end, but life lived in communion with God (Jn 1:4).
This is the abundant life Jesus came to give (Jn 10:10).
The strength we need to resist the pull of our human weak-
ness comes from the grace of the Holy Spirit (Jn 3:3; Acts
1:8). In baptism, the very breath of heaven fills us,
strengthening our “feeble arms and weak knees” (Heb
12:12) so that we may “run the race set before us” (Heb
12:1).

As Jesus entered our human condition to live our life, we
are invited to enter his divine life and live his mission.
Baptism is our commitment to do the will of God. Jesus
said, “I have come not to do my own will but the will of
the One who sent me” (Jn 6:38). After his baptism, he pro-
claimed in the synagogue: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon
me... he has sent me to bring good news to the poor, to
bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to captives
and release to prisoners.”

The second reading reminds us that, anointed with the Ho-
ly Spirit and power, Jesus “went about doing good” (Acts
10:38). So too with us: we are baptized to serve.

We are baptized to do God’s will. We are baptized to build
up the Body of Christ with our time, our talent, and our
treasure. All that remains is to let the life of God within us
grow, shine, and move us toward every good work

BAUTIZADOS PARA SERVIR

Desde el 25 de Diciembre hemos estado celebrando a Jesus
como el Hijo del Hombre, con padres terrenales: Maria y José.
Hoy, con su bautismo, celebramos a Jestis como el Hijo de
Dios. Ya no se presenta como un Nino sino como adulto dis-
puesto a comenzar su mision. Para inaugurar esta nueva etapa,
se acerca a Juan el Bautista para ser bautizado.

Juan considera inapropiado bautizar al Mesias , pero Jesus in-
siste: «Conviene que asi cumplamos toda justiciay (Mt 3,15).
(Qué clase de “justicia” quiere cumplir Jesus? En la Escritura,
la justicia es e; estado de vida qué hace a una persona ceptable
ante Dios. En el Antiguo Testamento, se expresaba mediante
observancias rituales: la circuncision, los lavatorios, la Pascua y
las obras de caridad. Estas practicas identificaban a alguien
como verdadero miembro del pueblo de Dios. Jesus no Partici-
pa en estos ritos porque necesite purificacion, sino para
transformar la justicia humana en justicia divina.

Como enseiia san Pablo: «Al que no conocio pecado, Dios

lo hizo pecado por nosotros, para que en él llegaramos a

ser justicia de Dios» (2 Cor 5,21).

Jesus se convierte en nuestro sustituto perfecto: toma nuestro
pecado y nos entrega su justicia. .

En su bautismo se revelan su identidad y su mision. El es el Hij
o amado, ungido para inaugurar una nueva creacion.

En ese momento, carga con nuestro pecado y nos ofrece el don
de su santidad. En el Antiguo Testamento, la justicia dependia
del esfuerzo humano: hacer el bien y evitar el mal.

Dios recompensaba al justo y castigaba al malvado. Sin
embargo incluso entonces, Dios trataba a su pueblo mucho
mejor de lo que merecia.

Eso es gracia: la generosidad inmerecida de Dios, hecha accesi-
ble por Cristo.

Con el bautismo de Jests comienza la era de la Gracia.

Por nuestro propio bautismo entramos en la justicia que él gano
para nosotros.

Comenzamos a participar de la vida eterna, entendida no

solo como vida sin fin, sino como comunion con Dios

(Jn 1,4). Esta es la vida abundante que Jesus vino a darnos (Jn
10,10). La fuerza para resistir la debilidad humana proviene de
la gracia del Espiritu Santo (Jn 3,3; Hch 1,8).

En el bautismo, el aliento mismo del cielo nos llena, fortalece
nuestros “brazos débiles y rodillas vacilantes” (Heb 12,12)

y nos impulsa a “correr con perseverancia la carrera que
tenemos por delante” (Heb 12,1).

Asi como Jesus entrd en nuestra condicion humana para vivir
nutra vida, nosotros estamos llamados a entrar en su vida
divina para vivir su mision.

El bautismo es nuestro compromiso de hacer la voluntad de
Dios. Jesus dijo: «He bajado del cielo no para hacer mi volun-
tad , sino , la voluntad del que me envioy (Jn —6-38 ).

Después de su bautismo proclamo en la sinagoga: «El Espiritu
del Serior esta sobre mi... me ha enviado a anunciar la buena
noticia a los pobres, a vendar los corazones heridos, ha pro-
clamar libertad a los cautivos y liberacion a los prisioneros “
La segunda lectura nos recuerda que, ungido con el Espiritu
Santo y con poder, Jesus “paso haciendo el bien”(Hch 10,38).
Asi también nosotros: somos bautizados para servir.
Somos bautizados para hacer la voluntad de Dios Somos bau-
tizados para edificar el Cuerpo de Cristo con nuestro tiempo,
talento y tesoro.

Solo falta permitir que la vida de Dios en nosotros crezca,
brille y nos disponga a toda buena obra.
