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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

I AM THE BREAD OF LIFE

God acts as a loving father who connects with his
people through meaningful feasts, marking each saving
event as a form of communion. The first reading presents
such a moment of divine communion, following a liturgical
pattern. Passover is another celebration that deepens this
personal relationship between God and his people.

Jesus and his disciples commemorated Passover,
but Jesus gave it a new meaning. He became both the sacri-
ficial offering and the bread of life, turning bread and wine
into his presence. He asks us to repeat this transformation
in his memory, making participation deeply personal.

At our moment of greatest need, Jesus took our
place to offer his eternal life. While manna in the wilder-
ness only sustained the Israelites physically, the bread Je-
sus provides offers not just sustenance for our journey to
heaven but also the supernatural life of God for eternity.

The difference with the Eucharist is that here Jesus
gave us his body and blood, and continues to bless us with
a memory and a presence. Sacraments are not a symbol of
his presence but an extension of the Person and mission of
Jesus. As Jesus said, “Very truly, I tell you, unless you eat
the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have
no life in you. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood
have eternal life, and I will raise them up on the last day
(John 6:53-54). The heart of this is union, not cannibalism,
not shock value, but a radical, intimate participation in His
life.

The problem with some Christians today is that we
approach the Eucharist with a materialistic mentality. This
happens when we regard the Eucharist as a symbol and
receive Him as bread to eat, or when we are in the state of
sin. The Eucharist is true food and true drink, but at the
same time, it is very different from every other food and
drink. While we transform ordinary food into our own
bodies, the Eucharist transforms us into the body of Christ.
In other words, food becomes part of the one who eats it,
but in the Eucharist, we become part of Christ.

This is why Jesus calls his Body and Blood the
“Bread of Life” because He alone can feed the soul, give
divine life, and unite us to God forever. His Body and
Blood give us the very life of God. When we receive the
Eucharist, we receive God’s own life, strength, grace, and
presence dwelling within us. In Eden, humanity lost life by
eating the wrong food. But on Calvary, and in the Eucha-
rist, humanity receives life by eating the right food - the
Body and Blood of the New Adam, Jesus Christ. What was
lost through disobedience is restored through the gift of His
self-giving love.

Therefore, the Good News today is that the Body
and Blood of Jesus, as a sacrament, are transformative and
life-giving. The Eucharist has a message of love, life, char-
ity, communion, and unity. In every mystical encounter
with Jesus, we may receive an assurance of his love, per-
haps an idea of how to be a channel of that love to others,
perhaps a challenge to turn away from what is wrong and
unholy, perhaps a fulfillment in communion with the Holy
and in unity with fellow worshippers. It is then wrong
when we receive the Eucharist and fail to become what we
receive.

YO SOY EL PAN DE VIDA

Dios actia como un padre amoroso que se conecta con
su pueblo a través de fiestas significativas, marcando cada
evento salvador como una forma de comunién. La primera lec-
tura presenta un momento asi de comunion divina, siguiendo un
patron liturgico. La Pascua es otra celebracion que profundiza
esta relacion personal entre Dios y su pueblo.

Jests y sus discipulos conmemoraban la Pascua, pero Jests le
dio un nuevo significado. El se convirti6 tanto en la ofrenda
sacrificial como en el pan de vida, transformando el pan y el
vino en su presencia. Nos pide repetir esta transformacion en su
memoria, haciendo que la participacion sea profundamente per-
sonal.

En nuestro momento de mayor necesidad, Jesus tomd
nuestro lugar para ofrecernos su vida eterna. Mientras que el
mana en el desierto solo sostuvo fisicamente a los israelitas, el
pan que Jesus ofrece no solo sostiene nuestro camino hacia el
cielo, sino que también nos da la vida sobrenatural de Dios por
toda la eternidad.

La diferencia con la Eucaristia es que aqui Jesus nos
dio su Cuerpo y su Sangre, y continia bendiciéndonos con un
recuerdo y una presencia. Los sacramentos no son un simbolo
de su presencia, sino una extension de la Persona y la mision de
Jesus. Como dijo Jests: “En verdad, en verdad les digo: si no
comen la carne del Hijo del Hombre y no beben su sangre, no
tienen vida en ustedes. Los que comen mi carne y beben mi
sangre tienen vida eterna, y yo los resucitaré en el ultimo
dia” (Juan 6:53-54). El corazén de esto es la union, no el cani-
balismo, no el impacto sensacional, sino una participacion radi-
cal e intima en su vida.

El problema con algunos cristianos hoy es que nos
acercamos a la Eucaristia con una mentalidad materialista. Esto
sucede cuando consideramos la Eucaristia como un simbolo y
lo recibimos como pan para comer, o cuando estamos en estado
de pecado. La Eucaristia es verdadera comida y verdadera bebi-
da, pero al mismo tiempo, es muy diferente de cualquier otro
alimento o bebida. Mientras que nosotros transformamos la
comida ordinaria en nuestro propio cuerpo, la Eucaristia nos
transforma a nosotros en el Cuerpo de Cristo. En otras palabras,
la comida se convierte en parte de quien la come, pero en la
Eucaristia, nosotros nos convertimos en parte de Cristo.

Por eso Jesus llama a su Cuerpo y su Sangre el “Pan
de Vida”, porque solo El puede alimentar el alma, dar vida divi-
na y unirnos a Dios para siempre. Su Cuerpo y su Sangre nos
dan la misma vida de Dios. Cuando recibimos la Eucaristia,
recibimos la vida, la fuerza, la gracia y la presencia de Dios
habitando dentro de nosotros. En el Edén, la humanidad perdio
la vida al comer el alimento equivocado. Pero en el Calvario, y
en la Eucaristia, la humanidad recibe la vida al comer el ali-
mento correcto: el Cuerpo y la Sangre del Nuevo Adan, Jesu-
cristo. Lo que se perdi6 por la desobediencia se restaura por el
don de su amor entregado.

Por lo tanto, la Buena Nueva de hoy es que el Cuerpo
y la Sangre de Jesus, como sacramento, son transformadores y
vivificantes. La Eucaristia tiene un mensaje de amor, vida, cari-
dad, comunion y unidad. En cada encuentro mistico con Jests,
podemos recibir una certeza de su amor, tal vez una idea de
como ser un canal de ese amor para los demas, tal vez un desa-
fio para alejarnos de lo que es incorrecto e impuro, tal vez un
cumplimiento en la comunion con lo Santo y en la unidad con
los demas adoradores. Es entonces un error recibir la Eucaristia
y no llegar a ser aquello que recibimos.
