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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

LORD, HELP ME SEE AS YOU SEE

My brothers and sisters, today’s Gospel is a powerful
reminder that the greatest blindness is not physical—it is spir-
itual. Jesus meets a man blind from birth, a man everyone
else has already judged and dismissed. The disciples see a theo-
logical problem. The neighbors see a beggar. The parents see a
source of fear. The Pharisees see a threat to their authority. But
Jesus sees something entirely different. Jesus sees a child of
God ready for healing. He sees a man whose darkness is
about to become a doorway to faith.

Jesus touches him, sends him to wash, and his eyes
open. But notice that his physical sight is only the beginning.
As the story unfolds, his spiritual sight grows clearer and clear-
er. He moves from calling Jesus “the man,” to “a prophet,” to
“from God,” and finally, to “Lord, I believe.” His eyes and his
heart open together. But the real tragedy of this Gospel is not
the man who was blind. The real tragedy is the people who
think they see.

Unfortunately, the Pharisees refuse to admit that Jesus
healed the blind man. They know Scripture, know the law,
know religion—but they cannot recognize God standing in
front of them. Their blindness is not in their eyes but in their
hearts. Pride blinds them. Familiarity blinds them. Fear of los-
ing control blinds them. They cling to their certainty, and their
certainty becomes darkness.

The debates in this Gospel—the arguments, the accu-
sations, the resistance—are not just historical events. They mir-
ror the inner conflicts we face when we deny our sins, when we
rationalize our faults, when we refuse to let God’s light expose
what is broken in us. Denial always leads to a loss of true vi-
sion—Tloss of understanding, loss of perspective, loss of peace.

Jesus wants us to learn that sin blinds us, and when we
cling to our blindness, we create our own darkness. But into
that darkness, Jesus comes as the Light of the word. Only His
light can reveal the truth about us. Only His light can uncover
the shadows we hide. Only His light can free us to walk in holi-
ness and peace.

Let me share a simple story. A man named
Pedro lived a life of drinking and gambling. After encountering
Christ, he changed completely. His old friends mocked him:
“Surely you don’t believe Jesus turned water into wine!” Pedro
replied, “Whether He turned water into wine, I don’t know. But
in my house, He turned beer into furniture. I used to sleep on
bottles; now I sleep on a bed. Once I was blind to my sin, but
now I see.” His transformation did not come from arguments or
theories. It came from encounter, from admitting his sin, from
letting Christ open his eyes. This is exactly what the Pharisees
refused to do. And it is exactly what the blind man allowed
Jesus to do.

My friends, the conflicts in your life—the struggles,
the discomfort, the moments when the Word of God challenges
you—these are not meant to crush you. They are meant to wake
you up, to help you see, to lead you to repentance and con-
version. This is what your OCIA journey is doing: shining light
into the places where you need healing, honesty, and surrender.
Scripture promises us: “If we confess our sins, He is
faithful and just to forgive us and cleanse us from all un-
righteousness.”

So today, let this be our prayer: “Lord, open my eyes.
Help me see as You see. Help me see my sin honestly, my
neighbor compassionately, and Your presence clearly. Lord,
let me walk as a child of the light.”

SENOR, AYUDAME A VER COMO TU VES
Hermanos y hermanas, el Evangelio de hoy es un poderoso
recordatorio de que la mayor ceguera no es fisica, sino espiri-
tual. Jesus se encuentra con un hombre ciego de nacimiento,
un hombre al que todos ya habian juzgado y descartado. Los
discipulos ven un problema teoldgico. Los vecinos ven a un
mendigo. Los padres ven una fuente de temor. Los fariseos ven
una amenaza a su autoridad. Pero Jesus ve algo completamente
diferente. Jests ve a un hijo de Dios listo para sanar. Ve a un
hombre cuya oscuridad estd a punto de convertirse en una puer-
taalafe. Jesus lo toca, lo manda a lavar y sus ojos se
abren. Pero note que su vision fisica es solo el comienzo.
A medida que la historia avanza, su vision espiritual se
vuelve cada vez mds clara. Pasa de llamar a Jesus "el
hombre", a "un profeta", a "de Dios" y, finalmente, a
"Sefior, creo". Sus 0jos y su corazén se abren a la vez.
Pero la verdadera tragedia de este Evangelio no es el
hombre ciego. La verdadera tragedia son las personas que
creen ver. Desafortunadamente, los fariseos se niegan a admi-
tir que Jesus sano al ciego. Conocen las Escrituras, la ley y la
religion, pero no pueden reconocer a Dios ante ellos. Su cegue-
ra no esta en sus 0jos, sino en sus corazones. El orgullo los cie-
ga. La familiaridad los ciega. El miedo a perder el control los
ciega. Se aferran a su certeza, y esta se convierte en oscuridad.
Los debates en este Evangelio —las discusiones, las acusacio-
nes, la resistencia— no son solo acontecimientos historicos.
Reflejan los conflictos internos que enfrentamos cuando nega-
mos nuestros pecados, cuando justificamos nuestras faltas,
cuando nos negamos a que la luz de Dios exponga lo que esta
roto en nosotros. La negacion siempre conduce a la pérdida de
la verdadera vision: pérdida de comprension, pérdida de pers-
pectiva, pérdida de paz. Jesus quiere que aprendamos que el
pecado nos ciega, y cuando nos aferramos a nuestra cegue-
ra, creamos nuestra propia oscuridad. Pero en esa oscuridad,
Jesus viene como la Luz del mundo. Solo su luz puede revelar
la verdad sobre nosotros. Solo su luz puede descubrir las som-
bras que escondemos. Solo su luz puede liberarnos para cami-
nar en santidad y paz. Permitanme compartir una historia sen-
cilla. Un hombre llamado Pedro vivié una vida de alcoholismo
y apuestas. Tras encontrarse con Cristo, cambi6 por completo.
Sus viejos amigos se burlaban de él: "{Seguro que no creen que
Jesus convirtid el agua en vino!". Pedro respondi6: "Si convir-
tio el agua en vino, no lo sé. Pero en mi casa, convirtio la cer-
veza en muebles. Antes dormia sobre botellas; ahora duermo en
una cama. Antes era ciego a mi pecado, pero ahora veo". Su
transformacion no provino de argumentos ni teorias. Provino
del encuentro, de admitir su pecado, de dejar que Cristo le
abriera los ojos. Esto es exactamente lo que los fariseos se ne-
garon a hacer. Y es exactamente lo que el ciego permiti6é que
Jesus hiciera. Amigos mios, los conflictos en sus vidas —las
luchas, la incomodidad, los momentos en que la Palabra de
Dios los desafia— no tienen como objetivo aplastarlos. Su pro-
posito es despertarlos, ayudarlos a ver, guiarlos al arrepenti-
miento y la conversion. Esto es lo que su camino en OCIA est
haciendo: iluminar los lugares donde necesitan sanidad, hones-
tidad y entrega. La Escritura nos promete: «Si confesamos
nuestros pecados, €l es fiel y justo para perdonarnos y lim-
piarnos de toda maldad».
Asi que hoy, que esta sea nuestra oracion: «Sefior, abre mis
ojos. Ayudame a ver como ti ves. Ayudame a ver mi pecado
con honestidad, a mi préojimo con compasion y tu presencia
con claridad. Sefior, permiteme caminar como un hijo de la
luz».
