GOD’S LOVING SELF-REVELATION

Holy Trinity Sunday often presents a challenge for
both preachers and congregations. Many sermons become
overly focused on explaining how God can be three Persons
in one God, sometimes leaving listeners more confused than
enlightened. A humorous story tells of a young priest who
preached his first Trinity Sunday homily using all the theolo-
gy he had learned in seminary. After listening to his complex
explanation, an elderly woman remarked, “I always believed
in the Trinity — until right now.” This story reminds us that
the Trinity is not meant to be reduced to a difficult intellectu-
al puzzle.

The doctrine of the Trinity is not primarily about
solving a theological mystery but about understanding why
God reveals Himself in this way. God does not seek to satis-
fy our curiosity about how He is Trinity; rather, He reveals
why He is Trinity. The Scriptures of today point us toward
this deeper meaning.

In the First Reading, God reveals Himself to Moses
on Mount Sinai as compassionate, merciful, faithful, and
forgiving. This covenant with Israel shows a God whose
nature is love and mercy. In the Second Reading, St. Paul
speaks of grace, love, and fellowship as gifts flowing from
the Triune God. In the Gospel, Jesus proclaims the greatest
sign of divine love: God sent His Son not to condemn the
world but to save it. These readings reveal that the Trinity is
God’s loving self-disclosure. God is Trinity because He is a
loving God who delights in communion and relationship.

God the Father demonstrates this love by giving
humanity freedom. He does not desire the death of sinners
but patiently calls them to repentance and life. His mercy is
slow to anger and abundant in compassion. The clearest
proof of this love is the Cross of Christ. God’s Son entered
the world to reveal the Father and redeem humanity. This is
love in its most radical form: God takes the initiative, makes
His love visible in Jesus Christ, and still allows humanity the
freedom to accept or reject that love.

God’s love is also revealed in the distinct missions
of the three Divine Persons. The Father creates us in His
image, the Son redeems us, and the Holy Spirit sanctifies and
remains with us. In God we learn that love means self-
giving. God loved the world so deeply that He gave what
was most precious—His Son. Thus, at the heart of the Trini-
ty is love expressed in fullness.

Through Baptism, participation in the Eucharist,
and the gift of the Holy Spirit, we share in God’s own life.
We become sons and daughters of God and heirs with Christ,
sharing in His peace, glory, and inheritance. Our participa-
tion in the Trinity has practical implications. If God is lov-
ing, merciful, forgiving, and faithful, then these qualities
should also characterize our relationships. Jesus calls us to
imitate the perfection of our heavenly Father. Sharing in the
Trinity means sharing ourselves and our resources with oth-
ers, building communities of love and service.

This divine calling challenges us to reject attitudes
and actions opposed to love. Divisiveness, hatred, discrimi-
nation, corruption, dishonesty, and lack of forgiveness con-
tradict the dignity we have received from God. Since our
hearts are places where God reveals Himself through Christ
and the Holy Spirit, we possess the capacity for genuine mer-
cy and compassion. The mystery of the Trinity therefore
invites us not merely to understand God intellectually but to
experience Him personally.

LA AMOROSA AUTORREVELACION DE DIOS

El Domingo de la Santisima Trinidad suele representar
un desafio tanto para los predicadores como para las congrega-
ciones. Muchas homilias se centran excesivamente en explicar
como Dios puede ser tres Personas en un solo Dios, dejando a
veces a los oyentes mas confundidos que iluminados. Una anéc-
dota humoristica cuenta la historia de un joven sacerdote que
predicé su primera homilia del Domingo de la Trinidad utilizan-
do toda la teologia que habia aprendido en el seminario. Tras
escuchar su compleja explicacion, una anciana comento:
«Siempre crei en la Trinidad... hasta este preciso momento».
Esta historia nos recuerda que la Trinidad no debe reducirse a un
dificil rompecabezas intelectual.

La doctrina de la Trinidad no trata principalmente de
resolver un misterio teologico, sino de comprender por qué Dios
se revela de este modo. Dios no busca satisfacer nuestra curiosi-
dad sobre *coémo* es Trinidad; mas bien, revela *por qué* es
Trinidad. Las Escrituras de hoy nos orientan hacia este significa-
do mas profundo.

En la Primera Lectura, Dios se revela a Moisés en el
Monte Sinai como compasivo, misericordioso, fiel y perdonador.
Esta alianza con Israel nos muestra a un Dios cuya naturaleza es
amor y misericordia. En la Segunda Lectura, San Pablo habla de
la gracia, el amor y la comuniéon como dones que emanan del
Dios Trino. En el Evangelio, Jestis proclama el signo mas grande
del amor divino: Dios envio a su Hijo no para condenar al mun-
do, sino para salvarlo. Estas lecturas revelan que la Trinidad es
la amorosa autor revelacion de Dios. Dios es Trinidad porque es
un Dios amoroso que se deleita en la comunion y en la relacion.

Dios Padre demuestra este amor otorgando a la humani-
dad la libertad. El no desea la muerte de los pecadores, sino que
pacientemente los llama al arrepentimiento y a la vida. Su mise-
ricordia es lenta para la ira y abundante en compasion. La prueba
mas clara de este amor es la Cruz de Cristo. El Hijo de Dios en-
tr6 en el mundo para revelar al Padre y redimir a la humanidad.
Este es el amor en su forma mas radical: Dios toma la iniciativa,
hace visible su amor en Jesucristo y, aun asi, concede a la huma-
nidad la libertad de aceptar o rechazar ese amor.

El amor de Dios se revela también en las misiones dis-
tintas de las tres Personas Divinas. El Padre nos crea a su ima-
gen, el Hijo nos redime y el Espiritu Santo nos santifica y per-
manece con nosotros. En Dios aprendemos que el amor significa
entrega de uno mismo. Dios am6 al mundo tan profundamente
que entregd lo mas precioso: a su Hijo. Asi, en el corazon de la
Trinidad se halla el amor expresado en plenitud.

Mediante el Bautismo, la participacion en la Eucaristia
y el don del Espiritu Santo, compartimos la propia vida de Dios.
Nos convertimos en hijos e hijas de Dios y en coherederos con
Cristo, participando de su paz, su gloria y su herencia. Nuestra
participacion en la Trinidad tiene implicaciones practicas. Si
Dios es amoroso, misericordioso, perdonador y fiel, entonces
estas cualidades deberian caracterizar también nuestras relacio-
nes. Jesus nos llama a imitar la perfeccion de nuestro Padre ce-
lestial. Participar de la Trinidad significa compartirnos a noso-
tros mismos y nuestros recursos con los demas, construyendo
comunidades de amor y servicio.

Este llamado divino nos desafia a rechazar las actitudes
y acciones contrarias al amor. La division, el odio, la discrimina-
cion, la corrupcion, la deshonestidad y la falta de perdon contra-
dicen la dignidad que hemos recibido de Dios. Dado que nues-
tros corazones son lugares donde Dios se revela a través de Cris-
to y del Espiritu Santo, poseemos la capacidad para una miseri-
cordia y una compasion genuinas. Por consiguiente, el misterio
de la Trinidad nos invita no solo a comprender a Dios intelec-
tualmente, sino a experimentarlo personalmente.
