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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

JESUS - THE SAVING KING

On this final Sunday of the liturgical year, the universal
Church celebrates the kingship of Jesus Christ. As the King,
Jesus is the revelation of God's kingship. Israel had no king
but God until Saul came to the scene as their first human
King. Even then, the kings of Israel were regarded as God's
visible representatives and given the divine title of a shepherd.
The first reading confirms the anointing of David as King of
all the unified tribes of Israel.

However, the moment kingship came into men's hands, the
corruption of power became the norm. When the Jews discov-
ered through experience that their desire for a human king was
not met, the only option left was to keep longing for the com-
ing of the Messiah, who would bring God's reign.

The Jews understood that the Messiah would come as a king
to establish God's reign for them. They wanted a king to free
them from tyranny and foreign domination. Many had high
hopes that Jesus would be the Messiah when he began his
ministry. Little did they understand the kind of kingship Jesus
would be. They were disappointed when Jesus did not take up
arms against their enemies.

But Jesus came to conquer hearts and souls for an imperisha-
ble kingdom rather than to conquer perishable lands, seas, and
thrones. Misunderstood, they arrested and presented Jesus to
Pilate as the self-proclaimed King of the Jews. Today's Gospel
presents how Jesus was tortured and died a criminal's death on
the cross.

However, it is on this cross that Luke presents Jesus as the
King who gives up his life to save humanity condemned to
die. Here, on the cross, he does not save himself but saves
others. He does not condemn the repentant thief but welcomes
him into paradise.

In the second reading, Paul proclaims two predominant
themes that affirm this: the kingship of Jesus Christ over all
creation and the reconciliation of all things with God through
his death on the cross. He exchanged a throne of glory for a
cross of shame to restore us from slavery to sin to glory with
God as his adopted sons and daughters. No wonder the Book
of Revelation calls him the King of kings and Lord of lords
(Rev. 19:16).

Though in the crucified Jesus, all visible glory is stripped, and
his divinity is disfigured, faith recognizes in him the presence
of divine power and kingship. Although he did not have a
fortress, army, or economy like the kings of this earth, he had
followers of every age.

Today, the Church calls us to respond to the kingship of Jesus
by first accepting him as Lord and King, and to enter a king-
dom where righteousness, peace, truth, and love dwell. The
greatest way to achieve this is by allowing him to reign in our
lives through obedience to the commandments and selfless
service in imitation of Jesus.

Secondly, we are to respond by embracing faithful disciple-
ship. This means imitating his humility, serving others with
compassion, and trusting his presence in suffering. We resist
evil not with violence, but with the armor of truth, living with
integrity even when injustice prevails. Our response must be
marked by repentance, moral renewal, and spiritual readi-
ness—bearing witness to God's justice, mercy, and love in a
world torn apart by brokenness. In short, we follow the King
who reigns from the cross by living lives of courageous fideli-
ty. Let us, therefore, go home today, and as the King of the
universe gave up his life to serve the needs of humanity, we
too may give up our selfish sense of entitlement and settle-
ment and serve with love even when it hurts.

JESUS - EL REY SALVADOR

En este ultimo Domingo del afio Litargico, la Iglesia universal
celebra la realeza de Jesucristo, como Rey, Jests es la revela-
cion de la realeza de Dios. Israel no tuvo mas rey que Dios has-
ta que Saul ascendi6 al trono como su primer rey humano. In-
cluso entonces, los reyes de Israel eran considerados represen-
tantes visibles de Dios y recibian el titulo divino de pastor. La
primera lectura confirma la unciéon de David como Rey de todas
las tribus unificadas de Israel.

Sin embargo, en el momento en que la monarquia pas6 a manos
humanas, la corrupcion del poder se convirtié en la norma.
Cuando los judios descubrieron por experiencia que su deseo de
un rey humano no se habia cumplido, la Ginica opcidn que les
quedaba era seguir anhelando la llegada del Mesias, quien trae-
ria el reino de Dios.

Los judios entendian que el Mesias vendria como rey para esta-
blecer el reino de Dios. Anhelaban un rey que los liberara de la
tirania y la dominacién extranjera. Muchos tenian grandes espe-
ranzas de que Jesus fuera el Mesias al comenzar su ministerio.
No comprendian la naturaleza de su reinado. Se sintieron de-
cepcionados cuando Jestis no tomo las armas contra sus enemi-
gos. Pero Jesus vino a conquistar corazones y almas para un
reino imperecedero, no tierras, mares ni tronos perecederos.
Incomprendido, lo arrestaron y lo presentaron ante Pilato como
el autoproclamado Rey de los Judios. El Evangelio de hoy narra
coémo Jesus fue torturado y murié como un criminal en la cruz.
Sin embargo, es en esta cruz donde Lucas presenta a Jesus co-
mo el Rey que entrega su vida para salvar a la humanidad con-
denada a muerte. Aqui, en la cruz, no se salva a si mismo, sino
que salva a otros. No condena al ladrén arrepentido, sino que lo
recibe en el paraiso.

En la segunda lectura, Pablo proclama dos temas predominantes
que lo afirman: el reinado de Jesucristo sobre toda la creacion y
la reconciliacion de todas las cosas con Dios mediante su muer-
te en la cruz. El cambi6 un trono de gloria por una cruz de ver-
giienza para restaurarnos de la esclavitud del pecado a la gloria
con Dios como hijos e hijas adoptivos suyos. No es de extrafiar
que el libro del Apocalipsis lo llame Rey de reyes y Sefior de
seflores (Ap. 19:16). Aunque en Jesus crucificado se le despoja
de toda gloria visible y su divinidad queda desfigurada, la fe
reconoce en ¢l la presencia del poder y la realeza divinos. Si
bien no tuvo fortaleza, ejército ni economia como los reyes de
este mundo, contd con seguidores de todas las épocas.

Hoy, la Iglesia nos llama a responder al reinado de Jesus, acep-
tandolo primero como Sefior y Rey, y entrando en un reino don-
de moran la justicia, la paz, la verdad y el amor. La mejor ma-
nera de lograrlo es permitiéndole reinar en nuestras vidas me-
diante la obediencia a los mandamientos y el servicio desintere-
sado, imitando a Jesus. En segundo lugar, debemos responder
abrazando el discipulado fiel. Esto significa imitar su humildad,
servir a los demas con compasion y confiar en su presencia en
el sufrimiento. Resistimos el mal no con violencia, sino con la
armadura de la verdad, viviendo con integridad incluso cuando
prevalece la injusticia. Nuestra respuesta debe caracterizarse
por el arrepentimiento, la renovacion moral y la disposicion
espiritual, dando testimonio de la justicia, la misericordia y el
amor de Dios en un mundo desgarrado por el sufrimiento. En
resumen, seguimos al Rey que reina desde la cruz viviendo
vidas de fidelidad valiente. Por lo tanto, volvamos hoy a casa, y
asi como el Rey del universo entreg6 su vida para servir a las
necesidades de la humanidad, nosotros también podemos re-
nunciar a nuestro egoista sentido de derecho y a nuestro afan de
acomodarnos, y servir con amor incluso cuando duela.
