Welcome to preschool at St. Joseph the Worker!  We are so excited to have you. We use a shared 

approach to school supplies. This means that you do not need to label your child’s name on their 

supplies. The preschool already has plenty of markers, scissors and some other supplies. Below are the 

supply lists for our preschool for the 2026-2027 school year. You may bring these supplies to the Parent 

Orientation (August 23rd) or your Open House day in August (24th for the 4/5-year old class or 25th for 

the 3-year old class). These are items that will make our classroom run smoother. Please only buy items 

on the list marked for your child’s class. 

 

3-year old class – Tuesday/Thursday 

o 2 roll of paper towels  

o 1 small bottle of liquid hand soap 

o 4 small glue sticks 

o 1 disposable plastic table cloth - rectangle - any color 

o 1 box of kleenex 

o 1 water filled water bottle each day. This will stay in your child’s backpack and will return home with 

them each day. This is to have in place of using the classroom water fountain. (Please label with child’s 

name) 

o 1 full size Backpack (This makes it easier to bring art projects home.) 

 

4/5-year old class – Monday/Wednesday/Friday 

o 2 roll of paper towels 

o 1 small bottle of liquid hand soap 

o 1 containers of Clorox or Lysol Wipes 

o 1 container of Wet Ones wipes 

o 4 small glue sticks 

o 1 pack coffee filters (we use these daily for snack) 

o 1 water filled water bottle each day. This will stay in your child’s backpack and will return home with 

them each day. This is to have in place of using the classroom water fountain. (Please label with child’s 

name) 

o 1 full size Backpack (This makes it easier to bring art projects home.)
