At the called Charge Conference on March 8, 2026, the congregation voted unan-
imously to proceed with our Phase 1 Construction Project. The Trustees are
grateful for your support as well as the work done by the Finance Committee to
secure funding.

We are working on details of a contract with our top choice of the 6 contractors
that submitted bids. We are not quite ready to put a name out until the contract is
signed. We ask you to respect our process and be patient. A start date of early
April is our goal with 4 months to complete the project.

The disruption to our neighbors is one of our concerns. We are contacting each
of them to let them know the scope and duration of our project. There will be big,
noisy equipment and probably dust and/or mud.

To address parking, we are asking the adjacent property owners (old Potters
House) on Broad Street and Commerce Insurance Agency at the triangle to use
their parking lots on Sundays. Other creative ideas include using golf carts to
transport church goers to the church from other parking areas.

As you can tell, progress is great as is the need for patience. With your help, we
will continue to move forward. We all look forward to the final result.
