July 13, 2025 
 
I used to be a bad neighbor. I’d get wrapped up in 
my life and ignore those around me. Then I found 
sage advice from Benjamin Franklin to this effect: to 
be a better neighbor, ask someone to do a favor for 
you. It’s counterintuitive, isn’t it? Tell strangers that I 
need their help? Yuck. I’ll risk looking needy. Worse, 
I’ll be indebted to them. But I tried it, and it works 
like a charm. Recently I asked my neighbor Alan for 
a hacksaw, and Inga for an egg. They kindly obliged, 
and our friendship is growing. 
 
This week we hear a scribe of the law cynically ask 
Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?” (Luke 10:29). Like 
him, we prefer to keep the list of our “neighbors” as 
short as possible. It requires less interruption and 
inconvenience. But when Jesus tells the parable of 
the Good Samaritan, he exposes the lonely, cold-
heartedness tendency of the scribe’s (and our) 
heart. My “neighbor” is anyone I encounter who 
manifests a concrete need. There isn’t time to 
require any other credential because human need 
opens us to the happy reciprocity which is love. 
 
Jesus’ words challenge us this week to ask a 
neighbor for help in some small way. How 
marvelous that God himself shows us how. He 
moves into our world and asks us to love Him with 
small deeds of love. Maybe that’s where Ben 
Franklin got the idea.

“Vete y haz tú lo mismo” (Lucas 10:37). Esta 
parábola es muy rica en enseñanza. Si revisamos 
nuestra propia vida, descubriremos que en 
diferentes circunstancias actuamos como los 
personajes representados en ella. ¿Cuántas veces 
hemos sido como el que pasó de largo y se hizo el 
que no vio lo que pasaba? Y lo hacemos con 
frecuencia en la propia familia: vemos el 
sufrimiento y pensamos: "Solo les pasa a ellos por 
no poner cuidado o por tontos." Hoy pongamos 
atención en el posadero que, al pedido del buen 
samaritano, cumplió con su trabajo al pie de la 
letra. En lenguaje actual se llama responsabilidad y 
cuidado. Pidamos al Señor que nos dé la apertura e 
iniciativa del samaritano, pero también la 
responsabilidad del posadero, para que sanara el 
hombre que fue asaltado. 
 
¿Cuántas veces nosotros damos rodeos para 
ayudar a alguien en necesidad? ¿Qué podemos 
aprender hoy de esta enseñanza de Jesús? El 
hombre no tiene nombre, precisamente, porque 
nos representa a cualquiera de nosotros que 
necesita cuidado. Hombre o mujer de cualquier 
raza o nación está implícito en esta parábola. ¡Es la 
historia de la humanidad a través de los años! Sin 
embargo, existe otro pequeño detalle para dar 
ayuda al que está en apuros: acercarte y escuchar 
su historia para poder curar sus heridas. A veces 
nos toca pagar a alguien para que haga el trabajo; 
otras veces, hacerlo nosotros. Y es ahí donde está el 
secreto: hacerlo juntos en Cristo.

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers 
are lay steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role 
in creating a welcoming and comfortable environment 
for parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the 
liturgy, including greeting attendees, helping them find 
their seats, collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, 
is a lay steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred 
Scripture at Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are 
entrusted with delivering the Word of God to the 
congregation, their role extends beyond simply 
proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and 
committed to preparing for their scheduled reading 
during the week. Should have already completed their 
Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in 
our faith and receive their sacraments.  
Opportunities to serve available for the 2025-2026 
Religious Education school year commencing in 
September. Registration begins in June/ July. We are in 
need of Teachers, Teacher’s Assistants, Car-line Monitors 
and Security Personnel. The amount of those who will 
serve determines the amount of children we can bring to 
the program! 

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending your 
designated Mass times are critical to those serving. 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated 
Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by 
joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reflection and evangelism. 
This principle is the foundation for Cell Groups, meeting 
in small groups at a persons home to grow in their faith 
and fellowship. The ministry was brought into the 
Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. Michel 
J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and 
talent in assisting with the preparation of weekly floral 
arrangements for the Altar, Church and the outside 
maintenance of the Church gardens. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.

To be considered an active/participating member of the parish, and eligible to receive a Sponsor/
Godparent eligibility certificate or parish verification letter, St. Edward asks that you first be  
registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way. 
 
Parish registration is  available Online at www.stedward.net and is required before St. Edward can 
issue a sponsor certificate or parish verification letter for those asked to be a sacramental  
Sponsor/Godparent.  Remember, you must be a registered contributing member and attending 
Mass Sunday to Sunday for at least 6 months before a certificate or letter is provided.
