Once I was invited to a group meeting with Pope 
Francis. Entering the room, I paused, eyeing the 
seats next to the Pope’s fancy chair. Someone saw 
my paralysis and invited me to sit in the seat 
farthest from what I wanted. Hiding my 
disappointment, I sat. We waited. To our surprise, 
an aid pointed out that those seats were still empty 
and invited me and another to have them. We 
calmly but gleefully strode across the room and sat. 
Pope Francis entered, and we enjoyed two hours of 
amazingly uplifting conversation. 
 
Jesus says this week to us: “When you are invited, 
go and take the lowest place so that when the host 
comes to you he may say, ‘My friend, move up to a 
higher position.’ Then you will enjoy the esteem of 
your companions at the table” (Luke 14:10). This is 
not about how to score free seat upgrades. Rather, 
it is a wise pattern for the whole of life. It is how to 
live free from the anxiety of constantly grasping for 
status and recognition. 
 
Jesus perfectly embodies his seat-taking advice. He 
eschews his glorious throne for the lowest: death 
on a cross, that lonely chair we all deserve. In his 
resurrection, he calls us up higher to his marvelous 
banquet seats. This week, perhaps we should look 
for opportunities to choose the lowest seat. We’ll be 
pleasantly surprised when we do.

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers 
are lay steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role 
in creating a welcoming and comfortable environment 
for parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the 
liturgy, including greeting attendees, helping them find 
their seats, collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, 
is a lay steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred 
Scripture at Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are 
entrusted with delivering the Word of God to the 
congregation, their role extends beyond simply 
proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and 
committed to preparing for their scheduled reading 
during the week. Should have already completed their 
Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in 
our faith and receive their sacraments.  
Opportunities to serve available for the 2025-2026 
Religious Education school year commencing in 
September. Registration begins in June/ July. We are in 
need of Teachers, Teacher’s Assistants, Car-line Monitors 
and Security Personnel. The amount of those who will 
serve determines the amount of children we can bring to 
the program! 

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending your 
designated Mass times are critical to those serving. 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated 
Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by 
joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reflection and evangelism. 
This principle is the foundation for Cell Groups, meeting 
in small groups at a persons home to grow in their faith 
and fellowship. The ministry was brought into the 
Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. Michel 
J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and 
talent in assisting with the preparation of weekly floral 
arrangements for the Altar, Church and the outside 
maintenance of the Church gardens. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.

Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way.
