One of my favorite movies is the 1991 comedy What 
About Bob? Bill Murray plays a troubled, paranoid 
hypochondriac named Bob Wiley who innocently 
but annoyingly hounds Dr. Leo Marvin, played by 
Richard Dreyfuss. Bob is paralyzed by his fear of, 
well, everything, and is convinced the psychologist 
can heal him. But Dr. Marvin’s failed attempts to 
heal Bob end up driving the doctor to attempt to 
murder Bob. He fails. The surprise is that, having 
faced death head on, Bob is suddenly healed. He 
attributes his healing to Dr Marvin for break-
through “death therapy.” In facing the cause of his 
deepest illness and dysfunction, Bob is healed. 
 
Underneath this light-hearted comedy is a dead-
serious resonance with this week’s feast: the 
Exaltation of the Holy Cross. Christ is lifted up on 
the cross to force us to face the truth of sin and 
death. In that reckoning we find healing. Like Moses’ 
snake on a pole, the cross says: this is what is 
causing your sickness – rebellion, disobedience, sin. 
Look at it! Don’t run from it. Now seeing it exposed, 
we see life. We see our physician mercifully healing 
us. In this sense, we are all like Bob Wiley. The 
“death therapy” of the cross is our only hope for 
healing. 
 
This week I invite you to “exalt the cross.” If you 
don’t have one in your house, get one. Use it for 
prayer. Gaze on it frequently. It teaches us to not be 
afraid. It heals us.

¿Por qué fue necesaria la cruz? A causa de la 
gravedad del mal que nos esclavizaba. La cruz de 
Jesús expresa ambas cosas: toda la fuerza negativa 
del mal y toda la omnipotencia mansa de la 
misericordia de Dios” (Papa Francisco). Por la señal 
de la santa cruz...

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers 
are lay steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role 
in creating a welcoming and comfortable environment 
for parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the 
liturgy, including greeting attendees, helping them find 
their seats, collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, 
is a lay steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred 
Scripture at Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are 
entrusted with delivering the Word of God to the 
congregation, their role extends beyond simply 
proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and 
committed to preparing for their scheduled reading 
during the week. Should have already completed their 
Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in 
our faith and receive their sacraments.  
Opportunities to serve available for the 2025-2026 
Religious Education school year commencing in 
September. Registration begins in June/ July. We are in 
need of Teachers, Teacher’s Assistants, Car-line Monitors 
and Security Personnel. The amount of those who will 
serve determines the amount of children we can bring to 
the program! 

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending your 
designated Mass times are critical to those serving. 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated 
Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups:

Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015.

All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.

Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way.
