Why is it so important that we register in a 
parish? Isn't it good enough that we go to 
Mass? 

 

Registration is the oɝcial way we join a parish 
community. Many people think that because 
they attend a particular parish they 
automatically belong. At times, young adults 
who get married and/or have moved away for 
years think they are still signed up under their 
parents. But membership requires signing up, 
formally enrolling yourself in a parish.  
 

Registration is a commitment to a community, 
a way to be included in the religious, social, and 
ministerial activities of your parish. Registration 
shows you belong. It is also necessary for 
certain beneȴts, like registering your child for 
religious education, scheduling sacraments, 
obtaining sponsor certiȴcates, and getting 
donation statements for taxes. Most 
importantly, it lets the parish count on you, to 
call on you to assist in its mission. Registering 
in your parish is a statement of faith and 
conȴdence in the life and work of your parish.

I am embarrassed to admit that I frequently ȴnd 
myself dining and socializing with people who have 
millions and sometimes billions of dollars. I’ve eaten 
more caviar, lobster and wagyu steak than most 
people on the planet. I justify it by saying it’s part of 
my job. But I have seven pairs of nice jeans and 
expensive shoes. 
 

So it is rather uncomfortable to hear Our Lord say: 
“My child, remember that you received what was 
good in your lifetime, while Lazarus likewise 
received what was bad; but now he is comforted 
here, whereas you are tormented” (Luke 16:25). 
Fellow rich people (and if you’re American, you’re 
rich), do we not vehemently though quietly object to 
this parable’s karma-esque reward system? Why 
bless the rich man just to curse him later? And curse 
Lazarus just to bless him later? So Americans go to 
hell, while Burundians and Afghans go to heaven? 
What is going on? 

 

One clue is that the condemned rich man doesn’t 
complain of injustice. Rather, he simply begs to help 
his brothers to repent. Of what? We don’t know 
exactly. Perhaps another clue is that the rich man 
now seems more like the downtrodden Lazarus. He 
knows what it is to be hungry and thirsty, to be 
wounded in the gutter; that he deserved that, not 
fancy meals and clothes. Maybe the rich man ȴnally 
understands how to receive true blessings, but it is 
too late for him. But not for me. Not for us.

Un abismo enorme sigue existiendo entre la línea 
del pobre y del rico, entre los Lázaros y los ricos de 
nuestro tiempo. ¿Quiénes son? ¿Dónde están? Están 
mezclados, porque existen ricos tan pobres que no 
los conocemos; ellos, de su riqueza, comparten sus 
bienes calladamente con quienes los necesitan. Y 
podemos encontrar pobres tan ricos por su modo 
de vivir egoístamente y por almacenar rencor en su 
corazón. "Además, entre ustedes y nosotros hay un 
abismo tremendo, de tal manera que los que 
quieran cruzar desde aquí hasta ustedes no pueden 
hacerlo, y tampoco lo pueden hacer del lado de 
ustedes al nuestro" (Lucas 16:26). Aquí se trata de 
interiorizar la Palabra de Dios y darnos cuenta de 
que estamos representados en los dos personajes. 
Y lo importante es ayudar a la gente en sus 
diferentes necesidades, no hacernos sordos, como 
si no ocurriera nada.

MINISTRIES/MINISTERIOS  
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Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers 
are lay steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role 
in creating a welcoming and comfortable environment 
for parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the 
liturgy, including greeting attendees, helping them ȴnd 
their seats, collecting o΍erings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, 
is a lay steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred 
Scripture at Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are 
entrusted with delivering the Word of God to the 
congregation, their role extends beyond simply 
proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and 
committed to preparing for their scheduled reading 
during the week. Should have already completed their 
Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in 
our faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending your 
designated Mass times are critical to those serving. 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated 
Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by 
joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reȵection and evangelism. 
This principle is the foundation for Cell Groups, meeting 
in small groups at a persons home to grow in their faith 
and fellowship. The ministry was brought into the 
Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. Michel 
J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and 
talent in assisting with the preparation of weekly ȵoral 
arrangements for the Altar, Church and the outside 
maintenance of the Church gardens. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.

Please Pay Close Attention! 
 
To be considered an active/participating member of the parish, and eligible to receive a Sponsor/
Godparent eligibility certiŢcate or parish veriŢcation letter, St. Edward asks that you Ţrst be  
registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 

Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 

Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 

weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way. 
 

Parish registration is  available Online at www.stedward.net and is required before St. Edward can 
issue a sponsor certiŢcate or parish veriŢcation letter for those asked to be a sacramental  
Sponsor/Godparent.  Remember, you must be a registered contributing member and attending 
Mass Sunday to Sunday for at least 6 months before a certiŢcate or letter is provided.              
Mass attendance is recorded by the weekly use of your parish envelope.
