Why is it so important that we register in a 
parish?

Registration is the oɝcial way we join a parish 
community. Many people think that because 
they attend a particular parish they 
automatically belong. At times, young adults 
who get married and/or have moved away for 
years think they are still signed up under their 
parents. But membership requires signing up, 
formally enrolling yourself in a parish.  
 

Registration is a commitment to a community, 
a way to be included in the religious, social, and 
ministerial activities of your parish. Registration 
shows you belong. It is also necessary for 
certain beneȴts, like registering your child for 
religious education, scheduling sacraments, 
obtaining sponsor certiȴcates, and getting 
donation statements for taxes. Most 
importantly, it lets the parish count on you, to 
call on you to assist in its mission. Registering 
in your parish is a statement of faith and 
conȴdence in the life and work of your parish.

A priest friend of mine received a call from a family 
whose elderly mother was dying. Within thirty 
minutes, he was at her bedside, o΍ering the 
consolation of the sacraments, anointing her with 
the oil of the sick, and commending her soul to God. 
She passed not long after, and for months, her 
family spoke of their deep gratitude for his 
presence. When I phoned him to commend his 
faithful ministry, he simply said, “I was just doing my 
job.” 
 

His words brought to mind Jesus’ teaching this week 
in Luke 17:10: “So you also, when you have done 
everything you were told to do, should say, ‘We are 
unworthy servants; we have only done our duty.’” In 
a world that often seeks recognition and applause, 
the Lord invites us into a di΍erent mindset — one of 
humble service. The priest did not see his response 
as extraordinary; he saw it as a grace to fulȴll his 
vocation. 
 

How tempting it is to seek aɝrmation for doing 
what I ought to do! Yet Jesus reminds us that true 
discipleship is not about grandstanding but about 
quiet faithfulness. It is enough to have served. It is 
enough to have loved. It is enough to be grateful 
that we were given the chance to do our duty in the 
ȴrst place. Whether in priesthood, parenthood, or 
any vocation, what peace-soaked freedom there is 
in simply doing what is asked of us. No more, no 
less. Jesus, that is how you quietly love us.

MINISTRIES/MINISTERIOS  
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Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers 
are lay steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role 
in creating a welcoming and comfortable environment 
for parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the 
liturgy, including greeting attendees, helping them ȴnd 
their seats, collecting o΍erings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, 
is a lay steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred 
Scripture at Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are 
entrusted with delivering the Word of God to the 
congregation, their role extends beyond simply 
proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and 
committed to preparing for their scheduled reading 
during the week. Should have already completed their 
Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in 
our faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending your 
designated Mass times are critical to those serving. 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated 
Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by 
joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reȵection and evangelism. 
This principle is the foundation for Cell Groups, meeting 
in small groups at a persons home to grow in their faith 
and fellowship. The ministry was brought into the 
Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. Michel 
J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and 
talent in assisting with the preparation of weekly ȵoral 
arrangements for the Altar, Church and the outside 
maintenance of the Church gardens. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.
