December 30, 2025 
 
A few years ago, my house was broken into on  
Super Bowl Sunday. Turns out, it’s a great day for 
burglars. If the TV isn’t on, people are probably 
watching the game somewhere else, so … easy  
pickins’. I’ll never forget walking into my bedroom 
and realizing someone had been there. My stu΍ 
was thrown all over the ȵoor. The closet was torn 
apart. It was disorienting and disturbing —  
someone had invaded the space I thought was  
secure. After that, I bought an alarm system. And 
every  
Super Bowl Sunday since, I’m extra careful to lock 
the doors and keep the lights on. That experience 
made me more alert. Not scared. Just attentive. 
 
That’s much like the spiritual place Jesus wants us 
to be on this ȴrst Sunday of Advent. He doesn’t 
start the season with soft candlelight and cozy  
manger scenes. He starts with two brutal images: a 
ȵood and a thief. In other words, chaos and  
violation. 
 
Why? Because life will ȵood us. Chaos will come. 
And in the midst of it, Christ will come like a thief — 
not to steal from us, but to steal us back. He is the 
intruder we should want. The one who breaks in, 
not to ransack, but to rescue. 
 
Christ presents himself as the thief but also the new 
Noah. He builds the ark of the Church to carry us 
through the ȵood. And he invites us to join him. 
How? By participating fully in our parishes. By  
making our homes places of prayer. By guarding 
our hearts with truth. By refusing to let spiritual 
complacency leave us exposed. By repentance. 
 
This Advent, don’t just stay vaguely “awake.”  
Prepare. Build. Watch. The ȵood will come. But so 
will he.

They 
assist in various ways during the liturgy, including 
greeting attendees, helping them ȴnd their seats, 
collecting o΍erings, distributing bulletins, and 
assisting those with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a 
reader, is a lay steward who proclaims the readings 
from Sacred Scripture at Mass, excluding the 
Gospel. They are entrusted with delivering the 
Word of God to the congregation, their role extends 
beyond simply proclaiming to convey the message 
with clarity, reverence, and conviction. Must be 
punctual and committed to preparing for their 
scheduled reading during the week. Should have 
already completed their Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to 
grow in our faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending 
your designated Mass times are critical to those 
serving. Youth Music Ministry serves during the 
Anticipated Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  
Opportunities available for vocalist & musicians. 

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is 
by joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reȵection and 
evangelism. This principle is the foundation for Cell 
Groups, meeting in small groups at a persons home to 
grow in their faith and fellowship. The ministry was 
brought into the Catholic Church in the USA by the 
late Rev. Msgr. Michel J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells 
were formally approved by the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time 
and talent in assisting with the preparation of 
weekly ȵoral arrangements for the Altar, Church 
and the outside maintenance of the Church 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.
