The Season That Gives Back 

 
 

I don’t have anything left to give. 
 
You can’t pour from an empty cup. 
 
All I do is give. Who is giving to me? 
 
Raise your hand if these thoughts have ever run through your head. I’m sure they occur to all of us from 
time to time. We can become so easily depleted by the fast pace of life and whatever vocation God has 
called us to, whether that’s parenthood, a demanding professional career or the caretaking of friends and 
family (or as so often happens, a hybrid of all three). Many of us also undergo certain seasons — seasons of 
the year, but also seasons of life — that seem to sap us of energy and leave us totally empty. 
 
In these times, it seems impossible to continue in the spirituality of Everyday Stewardship. Graciousness, 
mindfulness, prayerfulness, gratitude, accountability — maintaining some semblance of these characteris-
tics in our daily life feels not only overly optimistic, but totally impossible. 
 
The Church gives us certain liturgical seasons that are meant to ȴll us up, almost like spiritual pit stops. Ad-
vent is one such season, and the Scriptural passages we reȵect on at Mass during these four weeks are 
ȴlled with images of  
nature deȴed. We see the dry steppe blooming. We see the weak made ȴrm. We see the frightened made 
strong. We see the lame walk. We see the Virgin give birth. 
 
If you think you don’t have anything left to give this Advent, think again. This is the season of miracles when 
what we thought was depleted brings new life.

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a 
reader, is a lay steward who proclaims the readings 
from Sacred Scripture at Mass, excluding the 
Gospel. They are entrusted with delivering the 
Word of God to the congregation, their role extends 
beyond simply proclaiming to convey the message 
with clarity, reverence, and conviction. Must be 
punctual and committed to preparing for their 
scheduled reading during the week. Should have 
already completed their Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to 
grow in our faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical 
Music Dr. Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly 
rehearsals and a commitment to timely attending 
your designated Mass times are critical to those 
serving. Youth Music Ministry serves during the 
Anticipated Sunday Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  
Opportunities available for vocalist & musicians. 

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and 
deepen ones relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is 
by joining a small group that regularly engages in 
fellowship, prayer, scripture reȵection and 
evangelism. This principle is the foundation for Cell 
Groups, meeting in small groups at a persons home to 
grow in their faith and fellowship. The ministry was 
brought into the Catholic Church in the USA by the 
late Rev. Msgr. Michel J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells 
were formally approved by the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time 
and talent in assisting with the preparation of 
weekly ȵoral arrangements for the Altar, Church 
and the outside maintenance of the Church 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass.

registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 

Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 

Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 

weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way.
