Many people think that because they 

attend a particular parish they automatically 

belong. At times, young adults who get married 

and/or have moved away for years think they are 

still signed up under their parents. Parish 

registration requires signing up, and formally 

enrolling yourself in a parish. The weekly use of 

your Stewardship envelope and or Online Giving is 

the manner in which attendance is taken in any 

parish. 

 

Registration is a commitment to a faith community, 

and a way to become intentionally responsible for 

the religious, social, and ministerial activities of 

your parish. Registration shows you belong. It is 

also; necessary for certain benefits, like registering 

your child for religious education, scheduling 

sacraments, obtaining sponsor certificates, and 

getting donation statements for taxes. Most 

importantly, it lets the parish know that we can 

count on you as an active and participating 

member to assist in its mission. Registering in your 

parish is a statement of faith and confidence in the 

life and work of your parish.

Fasting Explained 

 
Fasting was practiced by righteous men and women 
of the Old Testament and later by Christ himself.  
It remains an important part of the Christian  
devotional life today, being most strongly  
associated with the penitential season of Lent. 
 
Fasting, Explained The practice of fasting predates 
Christianity. The Old Testament is full of examples 
of righteous men and women mortifying their flesh 
for the purpose of making atonement or simply to 
grow closer to God. Jesus himself fasted for forty 
days and forty nights in preparation for the  
beginning of his public ministry, and we see his  
disciples following his example in the Acts of the 
Apostles. 
 
Fasting continues to be an important part of  
Christian devotional life today. Many people feel the 
practice of fasting enhances their prayer and helps 
them fulfill St. Paul’s advice to “put to death the 
deeds of the body” (Romans 8:13) to grow in the 
Spirit. Most Catholics will associate fasting with the 
liturgical season of Lent, which begins and ends 
with obligatory fasting for all members of the Latin 
Catholic Church between ages 18 and 59.

In my second-to-last year of seminary, I woke up 
one September morning to devastating news: two 
beloved classmates had died in a car crash. I was 
overwhelmed with grief and anger like I had never 
known. I entered therapy for the first time and had 
intense conversations with my spiritual director. For 
months I felt lost in a spiritual wilderness. But 
something unexpected happened: I encountered 
Christ there. The fear and sorrow didn’t destroy me. 
In fact, that spiritual desert was a time of intense 
growth in faith. 
 
Today’s Gospel begins: “Then Jesus was led by the 
Spirit into the desert to be tempted by the  
devil” (Matthew 4:1). The word “led” denotes a 
gentle, humble submission to the Spirit. Jesus does 
not send himself into this desolate place where wild 
beasts roam and Satan tempts. Who wants to be 
around roaming, wild beasts? The Church Fathers 
saw them as symbols of our inner chaos: fears, 
temptations, wounds. The Spirit leads us there, 
sometimes against our wishes. But those same  
Fathers also saw that this deserted place is also 
where angels ministered to Jesus, amidst his great 
trial and temptation. 
 
Lenten Challenge: This Lent and throughout life’s 
struggles, the Spirit leads you and me into the  
wilderness. Name one “desert” into which the Spirit 
has led you: perhaps grief, fear, silence, change,  
disappointment. Ask for the grace to go there  
willingly. The beasts may be real, but they will not 
harm you. There, the angels are waiting to minister 
to the Christ living in you, who always goes where 
the Spirit leads.

Con el Miércoles de Ceniza inicia el Tiempo de  
Cuaresma. Los colores litúrgicos cambian,  
indicando un tiempo especial de conversión y  
arrepentimiento. La Cuaresma es tiempo para  
encontrarnos con Jesús en el desierto, y nos invita a 
la conversión y a la reconciliación de todo lo que 
nos aleja de Dios. Es también un tiempo de  
renovación espiritual profunda, de oración, de 
ayuno y de dar al que no tiene. Esto es importante 
porque nos ayuda a llegar a la Pascua de la  
Resurrección de Jesucristo con un corazón puro y 
limpio. 
 
Habrá muchas tentaciones que debemos rechazar y 
vencer. Esto se logra con un acercamiento sincero 
al Sacramento de la Reconciliación. Recordemos 
que las tentaciones son siempre seductoras y  
engañosas. El Señor Jesús fue tentado por el diablo 
tres veces en el desierto y salió victorioso. Al final, 
nos relata el Evangelio: “Entonces lo dejó el diablo y 
se acercaron los ángeles a servirle” (Mateo 4:11). 
Seguir los pasos de Jesús es importante en este 
Tiempo de Cuaresma. ¿Cómo seguirlo?, quizá se 
pregunte. Confiando en su Palabra, rezando en  
familia, como nos lo pide el Papa León XIV, y  
teniendo un altar en casa, donde se pueda apreciar 
que Dios es el centro de nuestra vida. Estos 
pequeños detalles nos conducen a la Verdad y a la 
Vida, que es Dios mismo. Pidamos al Señor que su 
Palabra penetre en la tibieza de nuestro corazón en 
esta Cuaresma, para que dé fortaleza a nuestras 
debilidades y no nos deje caer en la tentación,  
como decimos en el Padrenuestro.

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers are lay 
steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role in creating a 
welcoming and comfortable environment for 
parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the liturgy, 
including greeting attendees, helping them find their seats, 
collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and assisting those 
with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, is a lay 
steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred Scripture at 
Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are entrusted with delivering 
the Word of God to the congregation, their role extends 
beyond simply proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and committed to 
preparing for their scheduled reading during the week. Should 
have already completed their Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in our 
faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical Music Dr. 
Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly rehearsals and a 
commitment to timely attending your designated Mass times 
are critical to those serving.  
 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated Sunday 
Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  
Opportunities available for vocalist & musicians. 

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and deepen ones 
relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by joining a small 
group that regularly engages in fellowship, prayer, scripture 
reflection and evangelism. This principle is the foundation for 
Cell Groups, meeting in small groups at a persons home to 
grow in their faith and fellowship. The ministry was brought 
into the Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. 
Michel J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and talent 
in assisting with the preparation of weekly floral arrangements 
for the Altar, Church and the outside maintenance of the 
Church gardens. 

Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA): 
The preparation of adult candidates for Catholic sacraments. 
Must be 18 years of age or older.  
Opportunities available for those wanting to serve as class 
aides and those seeking to continue to grow in their faith 
through lessons and group discussions. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 7:30am 
inside the church to pray the rosary before morning Mass. 

Rosario de la Aurora/ Rosary of the Dawn 
Rosario de la Aurora: A practice of piety 
where the Rosary is said at dawn, often 
includes music. Open to all in the  
community, this devotion is primarily in 

Spanish and takes place the first Saturday of every month at 
6:30am outside the church.

Please Pay Close Attention! 
 
To be considered an active/participating member of the parish, and eligible to receive a Sponsor/
Godparent eligibility certificate or parish verification letter, St. Edward asks that you first be  
registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way. 
 
Parish registration is  available Online at www.stedward.net and is required before St. Edward can 
issue a sponsor certificate or parish verification letter for those asked to be a sacramental  
Sponsor/Godparent.  Remember, you must be a registered contributing member and attending 
Mass Sunday to Sunday for at least 6 months before a certificate or letter is provided.              
Mass attendance is recorded by the weekly use of your parish envelope.
