Registration is the official way we join a parish 

community. Many people think that because they 

attend a particular parish they automatically 

belong. At times, young adults who get married 

and/or have moved away for years think they are 

still signed up under their parents. Parish 

registration requires signing up, and formally 

enrolling yourself in a parish. The weekly use of 

your Stewardship envelope and or Online Giving is 

the manner in which attendance is taken in any 

parish. 

 

Registration is a commitment to a faith community, 

and a way to become intentionally responsible for 

the religious, social, and ministerial activities of 

your parish. Registration shows you belong. It is 

also; necessary for certain benefits, like registering 

your child for religious education, scheduling 

sacraments, obtaining sponsor certificates, and 

getting donation statements for taxes. Most 

importantly, it lets the parish know that we can 

count on you as an active and participating 

member to assist in its mission. Registering in your 

parish is a statement of faith and confidence in the 

life and work of your parish.

April is Child Abuse Prevention Month:  
Physical Grooming is the process of desensitizing a 
child through increasing levels of closeness. It could 
progress from a wave, to a hug, or to sharing a chair. 
The predator seeks out activities to do alone with the 
child to the exclusion of other adults. This type of    
behavior transitions seamlessly into Psychological 
Grooming. The predator shows the child favoritism 
and often extolls of their “special relationship.” The 
predator will reward the child with privileges and gifts 
without permission and  encourage them to keep it a 
secret. They push boundaries by exposing the child to 
“adult stuff” like profanity, telling dirty jokes or         
alcohol. This can  progress to talking about sexual  
topics and viewing pornography. All these things,    
because the child knows they are wrong, make the 
child feel guilty and complicit. Those feelings can    
paralyze a child from disclosing abuse. If you know of 
abuse or have a healthy suspicion of abuse, call DCF at   
1-800-96ABUSE (1-800-962-2873) 
 
Abril es el Mes de la Prevención del  
Maltrato Infantil: 
El "grooming" físico es el proceso de desensibilizar a 
los niños mediante niveles cada vez mayores de     
cercanía. Puede pasar de un simple saludo con la 
mano, a un abrazo o a compartir una silla. Los       
depredadores buscan actividades que puedan realizar 
a solas con los niños, excluyendo a otros adultos. Este 
tipo de comportamiento da paso de forma natural al 
"grooming" psicológico, donde los depredadores 
muestran favoritismo hacia los niños y a menudo   
elogian su "relación especial" con ellos. Los             
depredadores recompensarán a los niños con        
privilegios y regalos sin permiso, y les animarán a 
mantenerlo en secreto. Traspasan los límites al       
exponer a los niños a "cosas de adultos", como 
palabrotas, chistes obscenos o ingerir alcohol. Esto 
puede progresar hasta hablar de temas sexuales y ver 
pornografía. Todas estas situaciones hacen que los 
niños se sientan culpables y cómplices, porque saben 
que están mal. Esos sentimientos pueden paralizar a 
los niños e impedir que revelen el abuso. Si tiene 
conocimiento de abuso o una sospecha razonable de

“Then he said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here and see 
my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my 
side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe.’” (John 
20:27) 
 
In my early 20s, I volunteered at a parish youth 
group. I witnessed teens encountering Jesus with a 
fresh, romantic wonder that reminded me of my 
own teenage conversion. But something had 
changed in me. I was quietly jaded and cynical. 
When teens shared stories of encountering Christ, 
I’d want to sarcastically murmur, “Well, good for 
you.” I had grown suspicious of the zeal I once 
knew. 
 
Then we brought the group on a pilgrimage. I was 
standing in an old church in France, ignoring a long-
winded tour guide. I found myself before a crucifix. 
In that moment, I heard something, not audibly, 
but unmistakably in my heart: “I came to be your 
friend… and you wish to be my enemy? Why do you 
stand far from me? I suffer gladly for you. I was 
pierced for you. Why do you run from me?” My 
heart opened. I saw how cold and cynical I had    
become. But Jesus had not given up on me. He had 
returned, and his mercy broke through. 
 
So I can relate to the scoffing — and transformation 
— of Thomas when the Risen Jesus presents his 
wounds for inspection. Thomas is not simply 
doubting; he is guarded, suspicious, even cynical. 
But Jesus comes to him. No lecture.                       
Just understanding and mercy. He invites Thomas 
to touch his wounds. This burns away his cynicism 
like the morning mist. 
Divine Mercy Challenge: This week, rejoice with some-
one who is newly alive in faith. If your own heart has 
grown skeptical or tired, ask Jesus to help you. He will.

El misterio del Reino de Dios es comunicado por el 
evangelizador.

Aunque las frases sean cortas, son 
profundas y nos ayudan a ver al Señor Resucitado, 
y así poder decir a los más cercanos, como los 
discípulos dijeron a Tomás: “Hemos visto al Se-
ñor” (Juan 20:25).

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers are lay 
steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role in creating a 
welcoming and comfortable environment for 
parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the liturgy, 
including greeting attendees, helping them find their seats, 
collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and assisting those 
with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, is a lay 
steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred Scripture at 
Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are entrusted with delivering 
the Word of God to the congregation, their role extends 
beyond simply proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and committed to 
preparing for their scheduled reading during the week. Should 
have already completed their Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in our 
faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical Music Dr. 
Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly rehearsals and a 
commitment to timely attending your designated Mass times 
are critical to those serving.  
 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated Sunday 
Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  
Opportunities available for vocalist & musicians. 

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and deepen ones 
relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by joining a small 
group that regularly engages in fellowship, prayer, scripture 
reflection and evangelism. This principle is the foundation for 
Cell Groups, meeting in small groups at a persons home to 
grow in their faith and fellowship. The ministry was brought 
into the Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. 
Michel J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and talent 
in assisting with the preparation of weekly floral arrangements 
for the Altar, Church and the outside maintenance of the 
Church gardens. 

Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA): 
The preparation of adult candidates for Catholic sacraments. 
Must be 18 years of age or older.  
Opportunities available for those wanting to serve as class 
aides and those seeking to continue to grow in their faith 
through lessons and group discussions. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass. Please scan the QR Code to follow 
along. 

Rosario de la Aurora/ Rosary of the Dawn: 
Rosario de la Aurora: A practice of piety 
where the Rosary is said at dawn, often 
includes music. Open to all in the  
community, this devotion is primarily in 

Spanish and takes place the first Saturday of every month at 
6:30am outside the church.

Please Pay Close Attention! 
 
To be considered an active/participating member of the parish, and eligible to receive a Sponsor/
Godparent eligibility certificate or parish verification letter, St. Edward asks that you first be  
registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way. 
 
Parish registration is  available Online at www.stedward.net and is required before St. Edward can 
issue a sponsor certificate or parish verification letter for those asked to be a sacramental  
Sponsor/Godparent.  Remember, you must be a registered contributing member and attending 
Mass Sunday to Sunday for at least 6 months before a certificate or letter is provided.              
Mass attendance is recorded by the weekly use of your parish envelope.
