Registration is the official way we join a parish 

community. Many people think that because they 

attend a particular parish they automatically 

belong. At times, young adults who get married 

and/or have moved away for years think they are 

still signed up under their parents. Parish 

registration requires signing up, and formally 

enrolling yourself in a parish. The weekly use of 

your Stewardship envelope and or Online Giving is 

the manner in which attendance is taken in any 

parish. 

 

Registration is a commitment to a faith community, 

and a way to become intentionally responsible for 

the religious, social, and ministerial activities of 

your parish. Registration shows you belong. It is 

also; necessary for certain benefits, like registering 

your child for religious education, scheduling 

sacraments, obtaining sponsor certificates, and 

getting donation statements for taxes. Most 

importantly, it lets the parish know that we can 

count on you as an active and participating 

member to assist in its mission. Registering in your 

parish is a statement of faith and confidence in the 

life and work of your parish.

April is Child Abuse Prevention Month:  
When a child is caught in a predator’s physical,  
psychological, and community grooming stages of  
manipulation the best weapon is open communication. 
Talk to children often about this crime. It is never too 
early—age appropriately, of course-- and it is never too 
often. The goal is to get them—and yourself--  
comfortable with the topic so that if anything happens to 
make them feel uncomfortable, they will tell you or  
another safe adult right away. This is the goal of the  
Virtus children’s Teaching Boundary Safety lessons 
taught at the ADOM parochial schools and CCD  
programs. Studies show students who have had  
prevention programs have a 62% lower reporting rate to 
those who do not. When parents also take part in  
preventative programs it yields larger effectiveness. 
When the community is also provided with an  
educational awareness and prevention program, the 
effectiveness grows even more. Can you save the world? 
No. But saving even one child from the pain and  
suffering of abuse and possibly years of torment, means 
the world to them. If you know of abuse or have a healthy 
suspicion of abuse, call DCF at 1-800-96ABUSE (1-800-962-
2873) 
Abril es el Mes de la Prevención del Maltrato Infantil: 
Cuando los niños se ven atrapados en las etapas de 
"grooming" o manipulación física, psicológica y comunitaria 
de un depredador, la mejor arma es la comunicación  
abierta. Hablen a menudo con los niños sobre este delito, 
adaptando el lenguaje a sus edades, por supuesto. Nunca es 
demasiado pronto ni demasiado frecuente. El objetivo es 
que tanto ellos como usted se sientan en confianza con el 
tema, de modo que si ocurre algo que les haga sentir  
incómodos, se lo cuenten de inmediato a usted o a otro 
adulto de confianza. Este es el objetivo de las lecciones de 
Teaching Boundary Safety (Enseñanza de la Seguridad en los 
Límites) de Virtus para niños, que se imparten en las  
escuelas parroquiales de la Arquidiócesis de Miami y en los 
programas de la catequesis. Los estudios demuestran que 
los alumnos que han participado en programas de  
prevención presentan una tasa de denuncia de un 62% 
menor que los que no lo han hecho. Si los padres también  
participan en programas preventivos, la eficacia es mayor. 
Cuando la comunidad también cuenta con un programa 
educativo de concienciación y prevención, la eficacia  
aumenta aún más. ¿Podemos salvar el mundo? No. Pero  
salvar aunque sea a un solo niño del dolor y el sufrimiento 
del abuso, y posiblemente de años de tormento, será todo 
para él.

“I am the good shepherd. A good shepherd lays down 
his life for the sheep.” John 10:11 
My most boring job was working at an insurance 
company as a college student. My main task? Filing. 
Now imagine if I had told my supervisor, “I just 
want you to know, I’m willing to die for these files.” 
She would have called a psychiatrist — or at least 
security. 
 
There is something absurd in Jesus’ words in  
today’s Gospel: “I am the good shepherd… I lay 
down my life for the sheep.” (John 10:11) It sounds 
noble, until you think about it. No one dies for 
sheep. Not a hired hand. Not even a good  
shepherd. Sheep are important, sure, but not worth 
a human life. And yet, Jesus insists: I will die for 
them. The crowd understandably responds: “He is 
out of his mind.” 
 
C.S. Lewis once said that Jesus does not leave us 
the option of calling him merely a good teacher. If 
someone speaks like him, he is either lying, crazy, 
or telling the truth. John’s Gospel won’t let us stay 
sentimental. Jesus means it. He reveals a love that 
surpasses logic — a love that measures worth not 
by strength or success, but by the willingness to 
suffer unto death. 
 
The Good Shepherd’s madness is mercy. His cross 
makes no earthly sense and yet it makes divine 
sense. He lays down his life not for kings or saints 
but for sheep — for the ordinary, the unworthy, for 
you and me. 
 
Think of someone who may feel unworthy of love. 
Do something simple and generous for them, not 
because they deserve it, but because Jesus did the 
same for you.

El bien, contrariamente, nos invita a 
abrirnos, a ser claros y a confiar en Dios y en los 
demás”.

Ministers of Hospitality (Ushers):  
In the Catholic Church, ministers of hospitality or ushers are lay 
steward liturgical ministers who play a crucial role in creating a 
welcoming and comfortable environment for 
parishioners.  They assist in various ways during the liturgy, 
including greeting attendees, helping them find their seats, 
collecting offerings, distributing bulletins, and assisting those 
with special needs. 

Lectors:  
In the Catholic Church, a lector, also known as a reader, is a lay 
steward who proclaims the readings from Sacred Scripture at 
Mass, excluding the Gospel. They are entrusted with delivering 
the Word of God to the congregation, their role extends 
beyond simply proclaiming to convey the message with clarity, 
reverence, and conviction. Must be punctual and committed to 
preparing for their scheduled reading during the week. Should 
have already completed their Sacraments of Initiation.  

Religious Education:  
Serving as an educator in preparing our youth to grow in our 
faith and receive their sacraments.  

Music Ministry (Adult & Youth):  
Join together in song under our director of Liturgical Music Dr. 
Ysomar Granados. Attendance to weekly rehearsals and a 
commitment to timely attending your designated Mass times 
are critical to those serving.  
 
Youth Music Ministry serves during the Anticipated Sunday 
Mass on Saturdays at 5:00pm.  
Opportunities available for vocalist & musicians. 

Parish Evangelization Cell Groups: 
One of the most powerful ways to evangelize and deepen ones 
relationship with our Lord Jesus Christ is by joining a small 
group that regularly engages in fellowship, prayer, scripture 
reflection and evangelism. This principle is the foundation for 
Cell Groups, meeting in small groups at a persons home to 
grow in their faith and fellowship. The ministry was brought 
into the Catholic Church in the USA by the late Rev. Msgr. 
Michel J. Eivers in 1983. Parish Cells were formally approved by 
the Vatican in 2015. 

Altar Flowers & Garden: 
A group of dedicated individuals giving of their time and talent 
in assisting with the preparation of weekly floral arrangements 
for the Altar, Church and the outside maintenance of the 
Church gardens. 

Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA): 
The preparation of adult candidates for Catholic sacraments. 
Must be 18 years of age or older.  
Opportunities available for those wanting to serve as class 
aides and those seeking to continue to grow in their faith 
through lessons and group discussions. 

Rosary Ministry:  
All are welcomed to join. Monday through Friday at 
7:30am inside the church to pray the rosary before 
morning Mass. Please scan the QR Code to follow 
along. 

Rosario de la Aurora/ Rosary of the Dawn: 
Rosario de la Aurora: A practice of piety 
where the Rosary is said at dawn, often 
includes music. Open to all in the  
community, this devotion is primarily in 

Spanish and takes place the first Saturday of every month at 
6:30am outside the church.

Please Pay Close Attention! 
 
To be considered an active/participating member of the parish, and eligible to receive a Sponsor/
Godparent eligibility certificate or parish verification letter, St. Edward asks that you first be  
registered in our parish for a minimum of 6 months, attend Holy Mass consistently (Sunday to 
Sunday), and show a continuous commitment to your Stewardship as a way of life by returning to 
God a portion of your time, talent, and treasure. 
 
Godparents and Sponsors are called to be good stewards committed to daily prayer, giving  
responsibility to the church, and committed to serving God and neighbor. Attendance at Mass is 
the most meaningful way we model and live our Catholic faith. 
 
Here at St. Edward, as well as most parishes in the United States, the weekly offertory envelope 
and/or online giving are the primary means of recording a parishioner’s participation in the 
weekend Mass or Holy Days of Obligation. The offertory contribution is a way of saying “Thank 
you, God” for all the blessings he has given us by returning a portion of your income, as a  
percentage, or a tithe to the Lord in a meaningful way. 
 
Parish registration is  available Online at www.stedward.net and is required before St. Edward can 
issue a sponsor certificate or parish verification letter for those asked to be a sacramental  
Sponsor/Godparent.  Remember, you must be a registered contributing member and attending 
Mass Sunday to Sunday for at least 6 months before a certificate or letter is provided.              
Mass attendance is recorded by the weekly use of your parish envelope.
