at the Route 59 Station: 475 Fairway Drive. The collection is sponsored by the city of 

Naperville in partnership with the Naperville Environment and Sustainability Task Force, 

Naperville Noon Lions, and Dart Container. Rigid Styrofoam packaging and containers and 

clean Styrofoam cups, clam shells, and meat trays will be accepted. Items such as brown 

polyurethane foam, packing peanuts, blue building insulation, and dirty food containers will not 

be accepted.
