· Understory Treatment Hand Crew: 
· This treatment may be applied in forest stands (mid-rotation to sawtimber) that have been thinned in the last 3 years or have a basal area equal to or less than the site index and have a substantial component of undesirable species in the understory; control of invasive species in hardwood, pine, mixed pine-hardwood, and riparian areas. Chemical applications may be made by hand via backpack sprayer, or herbicide injection (hack and squirt).

· Single Stem Chemical Treatment: 
· This treatment may be applied in overstocked forest stands to control undesirable vegetation, reduce competition, and/or promote natural regeneration. This treatment is typically used when the tree species, condition of the trees and/or limitations of the site make it infeasible to use a commercial thinning operation to remove them. Examples include but are not limited to wet sites, rocky terrain, steep slopes, and/or small harvest area size. Chemical applications are made by hand via backpack sprayer, or herbicide injections (hack and squirt).
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
