IV. Coordinator Report — Melissa Coe
a.) Service Coordination/Wraparound Numbers – Currently have 18 service coordination cases. Closed several throughout the past couple of months. There are also 2 wraparound cases. 
b.) Update –Completed the FCFC pamphlet for Wood County. 
c.) At the last meeting ORC change was discussed for FCFC that allows the largest school district to name a designee (Perrysbrug Schools). They have named Christina Harper as a designee and she will begin attending meetings next month. 
d.) No Wrong Door and has been working with the new committee. The Health Department oversees it. Have decided to do a gatekeeper training. Will have training with people who answer phones at each agency. Will be held on January 27, 2026 at WCBDD.
e.) Two people from the WCHD have taken on the task of looking at the yellow sheet and updated it. Melissa is waiting for the final copy and will distribute. 
f.) Spoke last month about shared plan, received from the state and they wanted it to be more specific with outcomes and goals. Melissa will re-submit.

a) Ohio Commission on Fatherhood – We decided to move forward with this and reached out to DCY and let them know first team meeting is next Friday. DCY responded and said to wait. They are going to pause the Ohio Commission on Fatherhood because of a request for grant applications for this. Updated fiscal agent about this and no language about ORC about having designees for each entity. Additional information will be coming out about this. Proposing to halt this and will become a grant application. Will probably be collaboration between different counties for grant application.
b) OhioRise – Since January, there have been 201 referrals. 159 are open. Wood County has 141 active cases with a care coordinator; others are in outreach. Case that is in intensive collaboration with JFS. Had a few come from FCFC on a waiver for Ohio Rise. There have been a lot of insurance referrals and mental health referrals.
c) Housing – nothing at this time.
d) Mental Health/Psychiatric availability - nothing at this time.
