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Reflection from the Pastor, Fr. Crespo Lape, MJ

“Faith, Love, and Strength: Lessons from the Holy Family”

Today we celebrate the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. The readings invite us to re-
flect on family not as an idealized image, but as a living, breathing reality—full of love, responsibility,
struggle, and hope.

In the first reading, Sirach reminds us of the deep honor and respect due to parents, recogniz-
ing the sacrifices they make for their children. This is not only about obedience; it is about recognizing
the dignity and love embedded in family life, even when it is messy or challenging. Families, especially
those facing economic hardship, iliness, or conflict, often bear heavy burdens. Yet, like Mary and Jo-
seph, they persevere, finding strength in love and faith.

St. Paul, in Colossians, calls families to virtues that sustain life together: compassion, kindness, humility, patience, and forgiveness.
These are not abstract ideals—they are practical tools for navigating real struggles: a teenager feeling misunderstood, parents overwhelmed
with work, or the tension of caring for aging relatives. Paul reminds us that Christ's love must be the foundation of our relationships, guiding
our words, our discipline, and our forgiveness.

The Gospel recounts the Holy Family fleeing to Egypt, escaping danger, and trusting God’s guidance. Like Mary and Joseph, families
today often face threats to their peace: financial insecurity, health crises, or the fear of an uncertain future. Yet, the story assures us that God
walks with families in these trials. Just as Joseph protected and guided Jesus, so too are parents called to protect, nurture, and guide their
children—even when it is frightening or exhausting.

On this Feast of the Holy Family, we are reminded that holiness is not about perfection. It is about fidelity, love, and the courage to
care for one another in daily life. Families are called to be schools of patience and mercy, where children learn the meaning of compassion
and parents are reminded of the grace in their sacrifices.

Let us pray for all families, especially those struggling: that they may find strength in God’s love, courage in the face of fear, and hope
in the midst of hardship. May the Holy Family inspire all of us to live with patience, forgiveness, and unwavering love, trusting that God’s pres-
ence can turn our trials into a testimonies of faith. Amen.

Reflexion del Pastor, Padre Crespo Lape, MJ

“Fe, amor v fortaleza: Lecciones de la Sagrada Familia”

Hoy celebramos a la Sagrada Familia de Jesus, Maria y José. Las lecturas nos invitan a reflexionar sobre la familia no como una
imagen idealizada, sino como una realidad viva y palpitante, llena de amor, responsabilidad, luchas y esperanza.

En la primera lectura, el libro del Eclesiastico nos recuerda el profundo honor y respeto que se debe a los padres, reconociendo los
sacrificios que hacen por sus hijos. Esto no se trata solo de obediencia; se trata de reconocer la dignidad y el amor inherentes a la vida fami-
liar, incluso cuando es compleja o dificil. Las familias, especialmente aquellas que enfrentan dificultades econémicas, enfermedades o con-
flictos, a menudo soportan grandes cargas. Sin embargo, al igual que Maria y José, perseveran, encontrando fortaleza en el amor y la fe.

San Pablo, en la Epistola a los Colosenses, exhorta a las familias a practicar virtudes que sustentan la vida en comun: compasion,
bondad, humildad, paciencia y perddn. Estas no son ideales abstractos, sino herramientas préacticas para afrontar las dificultades cotidianas:
un adolescente que se siente incomprendido, padres abrumados por el trabajo o la tension de cuidar a familiares mayores. Pablo nos recuer-
da que el amor de Cristo debe ser el fundamento de nuestras relaciones, guiando nuestras palabras, nuestra disciplina y nuestro perdon.

El Evangelio narra la huida de la Sagrada Familia a Egipto, escapando del peligro y confiando en la guia de Dios. Al igual que Maria
y José, las familias de hoy a menudo se enfrentan a amenazas a su paz: inseguridad econémica, crisis de salud o el temor a un futuro incier-
to. Sin embargo, esta historia nos asegura que Dios acompafia a las familias en estas pruebas. Asi como José protegié y gui6 a Jesus, los
padres también estan llamados a proteger, nutrir y guiar a sus hijos, incluso cuando resulta atemorizante o agotador.

En esta Fiesta de la Sagrada Familia, recordamos que la santidad no reside en la perfeccién, sino en la fidelidad, el amor y el valor
de cuidarnos unos a otros en la vida cotidiana. Las familias estan llamadas a ser escuelas de paciencia y misericordia, donde los hijos apren-
den el significado de la compasion y los padres recuerdan la gracia que hay en sus sacrificios.

Oremos por todas las familias, especialmente por aquellas que atraviesan dificultades: para que encuentren fortaleza en el amor de
Dios, valentia ante el miedo y esperanza en medio de la adversidad. Que la Sagrada Familia nos inspire a todos a vivir con paciencia, perdon
y un amor inquebrantable, confiando en que la presencia de Dios puede transformar nuestras pruebas en testimonios de fe. Amén
