Reflection from Fr. Freddie Pinuela, MJ
Second Sunday of Advent (Year A)

On this Second Sunday of Advent, the Church gives us a striking image from
the prophet Isaiah: “A shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse.” It is a reminder that
God loves to bring life out of what seems lifeless, hope out of what appears finished.
Where we see a stump, God sees a beginning.

Then John the Baptist appears in the wilderness with a message as sharp as

of Advent his surroundings: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” John isn't trying to
frighten us. He’s trying to wake us up. He knows that if we want to see the new life
God is offering, we must clear away whatever dead branches clutter our hearts.
Repentance in Advent isn’t about guilt, it's about making room.
- It means letting go of the attitudes, habits, or grudges that block God’s grace.
- It means allowing God to soften what has become hard, to open what has been closed.

Paul reminds us in the second reading that all of Scripture is meant to give us endurance and encour-
agement. Advent is exactly that: a season of encouragement. God is telling us, “l am coming. | have not forgot-
ten you. Prepare a place for Me.”

So the invitation today is simple:

Where does God want to bring new life in you?
What stump in your life is God ready to turn into a living shoot?

Advent is our chance to cooperate with that grace—to open our hearts, to straighten the path, and to
welcome the One who comes not only with judgment, but with mercy, healing, and peace.

Come, Lord Jesus. Grow new life within us.

Segundo Domingo de Adviento (Afio A)

En este Segundo Domingo de Adviento, la Iglesia nos ofrece una imagen impactante del profeta Isaias:
“Brotara un retofio del tronco de Jesé.” Es un recordatorio de que a Dios le encanta traer vida de lo que parece
muerto, esperanza de lo que parece terminado. Donde nosotros vemos un tronco, Dios ve un comienzo.

Luego aparece Juan el Bautista en el desierto con un mensaje tan fuerte como su entorno:
“Conviértanse, porque el Reino de los cielos esta cerca.” Juan no busca asustarnos. Quiere despertarnos. Sa-
be que, si queremos ver la vida nueva que Dios ofrece, debemos despejar todo lo que estorba en nuestro cora-
zon.

La conversidn en Adviento no se trata de culpa, sino de hacer espacio.

- Significa soltar actitudes, habitos o resentimientos que bloquean la gracia de Dios.
- Significa permitir que Dios ablande lo que se ha endurecido y abra lo que se ha cerrado.

En la segunda lectura, Pablo nos recuerda que toda la Escritura esta destinada a darnos aliento y forta-
leza. Eso es exactamente el Adviento: una temporada de animo. Dios nos dice: “Vengo hacia ti. No te he olvida-
do. Preparame un lugar.”

La invitacion de hoy es sencilla:
¢En qué parte de tu vida quiere Dios hacer brotar una vida nueva?
¢ Qué tronco en tu historia esta listo para convertirse en un brote vivo?

El Adviento es nuestra oportunidad de cooperar con esa gracia: abrir el corazén, enderezar el camino y
acoger a Aquel que viene no solo con juicio, sino con misericordia, sanacion y paz.

Ven, Sefior JesUs. Haz crecer tu vida nueva en nosotros.
