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PROTECTING GOD'S CHILDREN
DID YOU KNOW?

Online enticement: what is it and how to talk about it
Online enticement involves an individual communicating with someone
believed to be a child via the internet with the intent to commit a sexual
offense or abduction. This is a broad category of online exploitation in
which a child is being groomed to take sexually explicit images and/or
ultimately meet face-to-face with someone for sexual purposes, or to
engage in a sexual conversation online or, in some instances, to sell/
trade the child’s sexual images. This type of victimization takes place
across every online platform — social media, messaging apps, game, etc.
The goals of online enticement vary, but most commonly offenders seem
to want to extort additional sexually explicit images from the child. Chil-
dren and teens may not take the first steps in disclosing to an uncomfort-
able online interaction, so it's important to understand the issue and how
to talk about it.

El engafio en linea: &qué es y cémo hablar de él?
El engafio en linea es una categoria amplia de explotacion en linea en
la que se ejerce grooming sobre un menor para hacer que se tome
imagenes sexualmente explicitas o que, en algiin momento, se en-
cuentre personalmente con una persona para fines sexuales, o que
participe de una conversacién sexual en linea o, en algunos casos,
venda o comercialice sus imagenes sexuales. Este tipo de victimiza-
cion puede ocurrir en cualquiera de las plataformas, medios sociales,
aplicaciones de mensajeria, plataformas de juegos. Es posible que los
nifios y adolescentes no den el primer paso para revelar una interac-
cién incémoda o inapropiada en linea, por eso es importante compren-
der el problema y saber cémo hablar sobre él.

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Reflection from Fr. Melanio Viuya, MJ
Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Divine Wisdom in a Divided World: A Call to Radical Hospitality and Love

Today’s readings remind us of the choices we face—between life and death, fire and water—as described in Sirach
15:15-20. The Lunar New Year celebrations among Vietnamese and Chinese communities highlight how our actions
now set the tone for the year. In Matthew 5:17-37, Jesus calls us to embrace a righteousness that goes beyond legal-
ism, especially relevant to immigrant families navigating complex identities in America. He invites us toward a “Third
Way"—God's wisdom that transcends political lines. For our immigrant families, life in the U.S. often feels like a battle-
field of choices: red or blue, citizen or outsider, anger or apathy. But Jesus invites us to a "New Year of the Soul," choosing a Third Way: the radical wis-
dom of God that transcends political lines.

In 2026, society's view of wisdom often differs from divine wisdom. On immigration, while many see threats, divine wisdom encourages seeing
others as family and balancing national rights with the responsibility to welcome. Regarding abortion, what is considered policy is seen as a fight for life;
divine wisdom advocates protecting dignity from conception to the border. Cultural practices, like blessings during Tét, emphasize values of sincerity,
reconciliation, and unity. Division stems from poor choices, but genuine hospitality and generosity foster healing and connection.

The consequences of choosing wrongly are felt deeply. Picture a family fiesta, Tét, or Lunar New Year dinner — delicious food, but a chill in the
air as loved ones are divided by contempt or harsh policies. When politics dehumanize, as warned by the U.S. Catholic Bishops, we lose not just our
peace, but the warmth of true community.

Stories of families reaching across cultural lines to help each other during Lunar New Year exemplify hope and solidarity. Like the Hoa
Mai blossoms and the vibrant lanterns of Lunar New Year that bloom and shine, respectively, to announce spring, we are called to be signs of hope in a
world chilled by discrimination and division. Jesus seeks not our legalism, but our hearts. When tempted to judge others — the immigrant, the unborn, or
those with differing views — remember Our Lady of Guadalupe, who chose the humble and vulnerable. True wisdom is seeing Christ in the stranger and
choosing love over fear. That is the “Yes” that brings new life and peace.

Amidst a climate of fear, division and heated rhetoric's about immigration and civil rights, Alex Pretti found himself at a crossroads between self-
preservation and compassion. He witnessed a woman being threatened during a heated dispute fueled by divisive rhetoric in Minneapolis. Despite know-
ing the risks, Alex, an ICU nurse in a Veteran hospital, chose to step forward, offering help to the frightened woman, knowing the danger of getting in-
volved. In doing so, Alex embodied a radical hospitality — breaking the cycle of fear with a simple act of courage and kindness, trusting that doing good
was worth any personal cost. His last words to the woman were: “Are you okay?” before he was shot and killed.

We pray that when we find ourselves on a crossroads and we need to choose, may the Holy Spirit gift us with courage and choose the right
option — God’s compassion over self-preservation - choosing a Third Way: the radical wisdom of God that transcends political lines.

Reflexion del Padre Melanio Viuya, MJ
Sexto Domingo en Tiempo Ordinario
Sabiduria Divina en un Mundo Dividido: Un Llamado a la Hospitalidad Radical y al Amor

Las lecturas de hoy nos recuerdan las decisiones que enfrentamos: entre la vida y la muerte, el fuego y el agua, como se describe
en Eclesiastico 15,15-20. Las celebraciones del Afio Nuevo Lunar (Tét) entre las comunidades vietnamitas y chinas resaltan cémo nuestras acciones
ahora marcan el tono del afio. En Mateo 5,17-37, JesUs nos llama a abrazar una justicia que va mas alla del legalismo, especialmente relevante para
las familias inmigrantes que navegan identidades complejas en América. El nos invita a un “Tercer Camino™: la sabiduria de Dios que trasciende las li-
neas politicas. Para nuestras familias inmigrantes, la vida en los Estados Unidos a menudo se siente como un campo de batalla de elecciones: rojo o
azul, ciudadano o forastero, ira o apatia. Pero Jesus nos invita a un "Afio Nuevo del Aima", eligiendo un Tercer Camino: la sabiduria radical de Dios que
trasciende las divisiones politicas.

En 2026, la visién social de la sabiduria contrasta con la divina. Sobre inmigracidn, muchos ven amenazas; la perspectiva de Dios invita a aco-
ger y equilibrar derechos y deberes. En aborto, lo que se denomina politica es realmente una cuestién vital: la sabiduria divina promueve proteger la
dignidad desde el nacimiento hasta la frontera. Las posturas sociales sobre estos temas difieren de la compasién y respeto integral por la vida que pro-
pone la sabiduria divina. Tradiciones culturales como las bendiciones en el Tét reflejan sinceridad y unidad. Elegir mal genera division, mientras que la
verdadera hospitalidad sana y une.

Las consecuencias de elegir mal se sienten profundamente. Imagina una fiesta familiar, un Tét o una cena de Afio Nuevo Lunar: comida deli-
ciosa, pero un frio en el ambiente porque los seres queridos estan divididos por el desprecio o politicas severas. Cuando la politica deshumaniza, como
advierten los Obispos Catdlicos de EE. UU., perdemos no solo la paz, sino también el calor de la verdadera comunidad.

Las historias de familias que tienden la mano a otras culturas durante el Afio Nuevo Lunar ejemplifican la esperanza y la solidaridad. Asi como
las flores Hoa Mai y los faroles vibrantes del Afio Nuevo Lunar florecen y brillan para anunciar la primavera, estamos llamados a ser sefiales de esperan-
za en un mundo enfriado por la discriminacion y la division. Jesus no busca nuestro legalismo, sino nuestro corazén. Cuando estemos tentados a juzgar
a otros —al inmigrante, al no nacido o a quienes piensan diferente— recordemos a Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, quien eligi6 a los humildes y vulnera-
bles. La verdadera sabiduria es ver a Cristo en el extrafio y elegir el amor sobre el miedo. Ese es el “Si” que trae nueva vida y paz.

En medio de un clima de miedo, divisién y discursos acalorados sobre inmigracién y derechos civiles, Alex Pretti se encontrd en una encrucija-
da entre la autopreservacion y la compasion. Presencié como una mujer era amenazada durante una disputa encendida por la retorica divisiva en Min-
neapolis. A pesar de los riesgos, Alex, enfermero en un hospital de veteranos, decidio intervenir y ayudar a la mujer asustada, sabiendo el peligro que
implicaba involucrarse. Asi, Alex encarn6 una hospitalidad radical, rompiendo el ciclo del miedo con un simple acto de valor y bondad, confiando en que
hacer el bien valia cualquier costo personal. Sus ultimas palabras a la mujer fueron: “¢ Estas bien?” antes de ser asesinado de un disparo.

Oremos para que, cuando nos encontremos en una encrucijada y debamos elegir, el Espiritu Santo nos regale valentia y nos ayude a elegir la
opcion correcta: la compasion de Dios sobre la autopreservacion - eligiendo un Tercer Camino: la sabiduria radical de Dios que trasciende las
divisiones politicas.
