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Reflection from Fr. Freddie Pinuela, MJ
Theme: “Rich in What Matters to God”

Today’s readings present a powerful challenge to our modern way of life—a life often marked by the pursuit of more: more
wealth, more comfort, more possessions. But through the words of Scripture, God calls us to pause and reflect on what truly matters.
1. The Futility of Earthly Riches

In the first reading from the Book of Ecclesiastes (Eccl 1:2; 2:21-23), we hear the famous line: “Vanity of vanities! All things
are vanity!” The author, often called Qoheleth, speaks from experience, having pursued wisdom, pleasure, and wealth, only to find
them all ultimately fleeting. This is not a condemnation of the good things of life, but a sober reminder: if these things become the center of our lives, they will fail
to satisfy the deeper longing of the human heart. We work hard, we save, we build. But if all our labor is only for this world, what will remain when we are gone?
2. The Parable of the Rich Fool

In the Gospel (Luke 12:13-21), Jesus is confronted with a request to settle a family inheritance dispute. Instead of becoming a judge in a legal matter,
Jesus goes to the heart of the issue: greed. He tells the parable of a wealthy man who, after a bountiful harvest, plans to build bigger barns to store his crops.
He tells himself, “You have many good things stored up for many years, rest, eat, drink, be merry!” But God says to him, “You fool! This very night your life will
be demanded of you.” What was his mistake? Not his success. Not his wealth. It was his self-centeredness and spiritual blindness. He thought only of himself.
There was no mention of gratitude, of sharing, of others, or of God. His treasure was in his barns, not in his soul.

3. Rich in What Matters to God

Jesus concludes with the chilling warning: “So it is with the one who stores up treasure for himself but is not rich in what matters to God.”
So what matters to God?

A generous heart. A humble spirit. A life of love, mercy, and service. A soul rooted in faith and trust in God.

As Saint Paul reminds the Colossians in today’s second reading (Colossians 3:1-5, 9-11), “Seek what is above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of
God.” Our life is hidden with Christ. That is where our true identity and security lie.
4. What Can We Do?

We all need to examine our own priorities. Are we building bigger barns in our own lives—more investments, more possessions, more status? Or are

we storing up treasure in heaven?

Let us:

- Be generous with what we have, not storing it up out of fear or selfishness.

- Use our time, talent, and treasure to serve others and glorify God.

Teach our children not just to be successful in this world, but to be rich in love, truth, and grace.
Conclusion

Dear friends, life is short and uncertain. Jesus reminds us today to live with eternity in mind. Let us not be fools in God'’s eyes, storing up perishable
treasures while neglecting the imperishable soul. Instead, may we live wisely, giving generously, and loving deeply—becoming truly rich in what matters to God.

Reflexion del Padre Freddie Pinuela, MJ
Tema: “Ricos ante Dios”

Las lecturas de hoy nos presentan un desafio profundo, especialmente en nuestra cultura moderna, donde tantas veces vivimos buscando tener
mas: mas dinero, mas comodidad, mas posesiones. Pero la Palabra de Dios nos invita hoy a detenernos y reflexionar: ;qué es lo que realmente importa?
1. La vanidad de las riquezas terrenas

En la primera lectura, del libro del Eclesiastés (Ecl 1,2; 2,21-23), escuchamos la conocida frase: “jVanidad de vanidades! jTodo es vanidad!” El au-
tor, llamado Qohelet, habla desde su experiencia: lo ha tenido todo—sabiduria, placeres, riqueza—y sin embargo concluye que todo es fugaz. Esto no significa
que los bienes materiales sean malos en si, sino que si se convierten en el centro de nuestra vida, no podran llenarnos el corazén. Trabajamos, nos esforza-
mos, acumulamos... pero si todo queda en este mundo, ;,qué quedara cuando ya no estemos?
2. La parabola del rico necio

En el Evangelio (Lucas 12,13-21), un hombre le pide a JesUs que intervenga en una disputa de herencia. Pero Jesus, en vez de centrarse en lo
legal, va al fondo del problema: la codicia. Cuenta la parabola de un hombre rico que, después de una gran cosecha, decide construir graneros mas grandes
para guardar sus bienes. Se dice a si mismo: “Tienes bienes acumulados para muchos afios; descansa, come, bebe, disfruta.” Pero Dios le dice: “jNecio! Esta
misma noche vas a morir.” ; Donde estuvo su error? No fue en su éxito ni en su riqueza. Fue en su egoismo y su ceguera espiritual. Solo pensaba en si mismo.
No hay ni una palabra de gratitud, ni de Dios, ni de compartir con los demas. Su tesoro estaba en sus graneros, no en su alma.
3. Ricos en lo que vale ante Dios

Jesus concluye con una advertencia muy clara: “Asi sera el que amontona riquezas para si, y no es rico ante Dios.” Entonces, ¢ qué significa ser rico
ante Dios?
Tener un corazén generoso. Vivir con humildad y fe. Llevar una vida de amor, misericordia y servicio. Poner nuestro corazén en Dios, y no en las
cosas.
San Pablo, en la segunda lectura (Colosenses 3,1-5.9-11), nos exhorta: “Busquen los bienes de all arriba, donde est4 Cristo.” Nuestra verdadera vida esté
escondida en Cristo. Esa es nuestra identidad mas profunda y nuestra verdadera seguridad.
4. ;Qué podemos hacer?

Es bueno que cada uno de nosotros examine sus prioridades. ¢ Estamos construyendo nuestros propios “graneros” en la vida—mas inversiones, mas
posesiones, mas prestigio? ;O estamos acumulando tesoros en el cielo?
Podemos:
- Ser generosos con lo que tenemos, sin acumular por miedo o egoismo.
- Usar nuestro tiempo, talentos y bienes para servir a los demas y glorificar a Dios.
Ensefiar a nuestros hijos no solo a ser exitosos en este mundo, sino a ser ricos en amor, fe y verdad.
Conclusién

Queridos hermanos, la vida es breve e incierta. Jesus nos recuerda hoy que debemos vivir con la eternidad en mente. Que no seamos necios ante
Dios, acumulando lo que perece mientras descuidamos nuestra alma. Vivamos con sabiduria, con generosidad, con fe y con amor. Solo asi seremos verdade-
ramente ricos en lo que vale ante Dios. Amén.
