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Reflection from Fr. Joey Evangelista, M.J

Poverty is a human invention; it does not come from God. God created us all as equals, but poverty is
born from human greed. As Pope John Paul Il wrote, “God gave the earth to the whole human race for the sus-
tenance of all its members, without excluding or favoring anyone.” Greed takes hold when we forget about the
people around us and focus only on gaining more money and possessions. It gets worse when we start seeing
people and our planet as just tools for making a profit. When that happens, our relationships break down, and
we begin to value things more than the people in our families and communities.

This is not a new problem. In the first reading, the Prophet Amos called out the merchants of his time
for their hypocrisy. Even while they were observing holy days, they were secretly planning how to cheat the poor
as soon as their prayers were over. They didn’t see the poor as human beings, but as cheap merchandise they
could trade, saying, “We will buy the lowly for silver, and the poor for a pair of sandals.” But Amos reminds them that God sees everything, declaring on
God's behalf, “Never will | forget a thing they have done!”

The Church has always taught that the earth and everything in it is meant for all people. The Church fathers said in the Vatican Council Il, “God
destined the earth and all it contains for all men and all peoples so that all created things would be shared fairly by all mankind under the guidance of justice
tempered by charity.” All of God’s gifts are meant to be shared fairly, guided by justice and love. The gospel story about the dishonest steward gives us a
surprising lesson in how to do this.

When the steward was about to be fired, he acted shrewdly. He reduced the debts of his master’s clients. By doing this, he managed to
get something back for his master while also gaining the clients’ trust and friendship. The master did not make a big profit, but he did not lose everything
either. The clients were able to pay their debts, and the steward made friends who would take him in after he lost his job. The lesson is clear: material wealth
should be used to build relationships and strengthen our community, not to rule over our lives.

Throughout the Bible, we see that God sides with the poor. Today’s psalm sings, “He raises up the lowly from the dust; from the dunghill he lifts up
the poor to seat them with princes, with the princes of his own people.” God’s plan for a fair and just world is restored only when we lift each other up,
especially those who have less in this world and in our communities.

This does not mean there is no place for the wealthy. Instead, the rich and powerful are called to have a change of heart. They are invited to share
what they have, not to keep it all for themselves. If they refuse, God will remember their actions. But for those who answer this call, the entire community is
strengthened. In a world where God’s gifts are shared fairly, there will no longer be “rich” and “poor"—only one community of God.

When we look around today, we know our work is far from over. The gap between the rich and the poor seems to be growing wider. But this should
not lead to despair. It is a powerful reminder that our responsibility as Christians is not yet finished. We must continue to walk with the Lord, following in the
footsteps of Jesus to build a society where everyone has what they need, where there are no poor and leaders are just. It may be an uphill climb, but we will
always be guided by the Spirit of the Lord until we reach our goal.

Reflexion del Padre Joey Evangelista, MJ

La pobreza es una invencién humana; no proviene de Dios. Dios nos cred a todos iguales, pero la pobreza nace de la avaricia humana. Como
escribié el papa Juan Pablo II: “Dios dio la tierra a toda la raza humana para el sustento de todos sus miembros, sin excluir ni favorecer a nadie”. La avaricia
se instala cuando nos olvidamos de las personas que nos rodean y nos centramos Unicamente en obtener més dinero y posesiones. La situacién empeora
cuando empezamos a ver a las personas y a nuestro planeta como simples herramientas para obtener ganancias. Cuando eso ocurre, nuestras relaciones
se rompen y comenzamos a valorar mas las cosas que a las personas de nuestras familias y comunidades.

Este no es un problema nuevo. En la primera lectura, el profeta Amos denunci6 la hipocresia de los comerciantes de su época. Incluso mientras
observaban los dias santos, planeaban en secreto como engafiar a los pobres tan pronto como terminaran sus oraciones. No veian a los pobres como se-
res humanos, sino como mercancia barata con la que podian comerciar, diciendo: “Obligan a los pobres a venderse; por un par de sandalias los com-
pran y hasta venden el salvado como trigo”. Pero Amds les recuerda que Dios lo ve todo, declarando en nombre de Dios: “jNo olvidaré jaméas ninguna
de estas acciones!”

La Iglesia siempre ha ensefiado que la tierra y todo lo que hay en ella esta destinado a fodas las personas. Los padres de la Iglesia dijeron en el
Concilio Vaticano II: “Dios destind la tierra y todo lo que contiene a todos los hombres y a todos los pueblos, para que todas las cosas creadas fueran com-
partidas equitativamente por toda la humanidad bajo la guia de la justicia templada por la caridad”. Todos los dones de Dios estan destinados a ser compar-
tidos de manera equitativa, guiados por la justicia y el amor. La historia del evangelio sobre el administrador deshonesto nos da una leccién sorprendente
sobre cémo hacerlo.

Cuando el mayordomo estaba a punto de ser despedido, actud con astucia. Redujo las deudas de los clientes de su amo. Al hacerlo, consigui6
recuperar algo para su amo, al tiempo que se ganaba la confianza y la amistad de los clientes. El amo no obtuvo grandes beneficios, pero tampoco lo perdid
todo. Los clientes pudieron pagar sus deudas y el mayordomo hizo amigos que lo acogerian después de perder su trabajo. La leccién es clara: la riqueza
material debe utilizarse para construir relaciones y fortalecer nuestra comunidad, no para dominar nuestras vidas.

Alo largo de la Biblia, vemos que Dios se pone del lado de los pobres. El salmo de hoy canta: “El levanta del polvo al desvalido y saca al indi-
gente del estiércol para hacerlo sentar entre los grandes, los jefes de su pueblo”. El plan de Dios para un mundo justo y equitativo solo se restaura
cuando nos levantamos unos a otros, especialmente a los que tienen menos en este mundo y en nuestras comunidades.

Esto no significa que no haya lugar para los ricos. Al contrario, los ricos y poderosos estan llamados a cambiar de actitud. Se les invita a compartir
lo que tienen, no a quedarselo todo para ellos. Si se niegan, Dios recordaré sus acciones. Pero para aquellos que responden a esta llamada, toda la comu-
nidad se fortalece. En un mundo en el que los dones de Dios se comparten de manera justa, ya no habra “ricos” y “pobres”, sino una sola comunidad de
Dios.

Cuando miramos a nuestro alrededor hoy en dia, sabemos que nuestra labor esta lejos de haber terminado. La brecha entre ricos y pobres parece
estar aumentando. Pero esto no debe llevarnos a la desesperacion. Es un poderoso recordatorio de que nuestra responsabilidad como cristianos aun no ha
terminado. Debemos seguir caminando con el Sefior, siguiendo los pasos de Jesus para construir una sociedad en la que todos tengan lo que necesitan, en
la que no haya pobres y los lideres sean justos. Puede que sea una tarea ardua, pero siempre nos guiara el Espiritu del Sefior hasta que alcancemos nues-
tra meta.
