DID YOU KNOW?
Age-appropriate curiosity in young children

Knowing the difference between age-appropriate and inap-
propriate behaviors in children can help safe adults deter-
mine whether something feels “off” about a child’s behavior
and could indicate potential sexual abuse. For preschool
children and young children (around ages 4-6), exploring
their bodies is natural. They are not yet old enough to un-
derstand the idea of “private” naturally, and may also be
curious about others’ bodies — parents, friends, etc. These
behaviors are common and developmentally appropriate
for their age and stage.

Saber distinguir entre la conducta apropiado para la edad de
los nifios y lo inapropiado puede ayudar a los adultos de con-
fianza a determinar si hay algo “raro” en el comportamiento de
un nifio y que podria indicar posible abuso sexual.

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Reflection from Fr. Joey Evangelista, M.J

How can you love in a society that hates you? How can you love when society treats you like vermin, a
2 criminal, solely because of the color of your skin and the language that you speak? How can you love when you
, constantly have to look over your shoulder to see if someone is following you? And yet, this is what Jesus did. He
was harassed, illegally arrested and tried, and executed as a criminal for preaching about the kingdom of God.
Even to the end, he showed nothing but love. While on the cross, he asked the Lord to forgive his executioners
and promised paradise to a criminal who was crucified alongside him. It is for this reason that he could teach his
disciples and us today a new commandment: to love each other in the way that he showed his love to all, even to
those who hated him. It was not a hollow teaching invented in his mind; it was the life he had lived, the fruit of God’s love for him.

The current polarization in our country due to the state of politics and the seemingly troubled economy resulting from trade wars has inevi-
tably affected our lives and those of our families, whether we like it or not. Even social media, a source of entertainment for many of us to escape
the stress of everyday life, is contaminated by the stain of the current state of affairs. News of people being arrested and deported without due pro-
cess simply because of the color of their skin and the language they speak has been a consistent feature in the news. Many of us are worried; many
of us are afraid. This environment is pushing many members of our community to distrust others and to view everyday life with a heaviness of heart
that was not the case not so long ago. It is in this context that Jesus Christ once again gives us this new commandment to love one another as he
loves us.

On this Fifth Sunday of Easter, we are called once again to shine God’s light on the world that is enveloped in the seemingly dark mist of
unease caused by the current state of politics and trade relations in our country and the rest of the world. It is very tempting to rely solely on our
instincts and shift to a defensive mode, seeing everyone and everything around us as a threat to us or our loved ones. In today's gospel reading, it
is after the departure of Judas Iscariot that Jesus declares that the time has come for the Son of Man to be glorified and that God is glorified in him.
He then gives the new commandment to love. Jesus had every reason to believe that Judas was going to betray him, which would eventually lead to
his being captured by the authorities who wanted him dead. He knew this was going to happen, and yet he did not see this with the eyes of hope-
lessness but embraced it as the path to the ultimate witness to the kingdom of God. Not that Jesus desired the end of his life, not at all! He em-
braced what was about to happen as an expression that divine love and hope could not be vanquished by fear and death. This is also the meaning
of the words of Paul and Barnabas in the first reading, “It is necessary for us to undergo many hardships to enter the kingdom of God.” It is with firm
hope and trust in God that we face the uncertainties today because God will see us through. It is in this way that we shall find strength during these
trying times and be a light to others who are burdened by what is happening.

¢ Como se puede amar en una sociedad que te odia? ;Cémo se puede amar cuando la sociedad te trata como a un parasito, como a un
criminal, solo por el color de tu piel y el idioma que hablas? ;Cdmo se puede amar cuando tienes que mirar constantemente por encima del hom-
bro para ver si alguien te sigue? Y, sin embargo, eso es lo que hizo Jesus. Fue acosado, arrestado ilegalmente, juzgado y ejecutado como un crimi-
nal por predicar sobre el reino de Dios. Incluso hasta el final, no mostré mas que amor. Mientras estaba en la cruz, pidio al Sefior que perdonara a
sus verdugos y prometié el paraiso a un criminal que fue crucificado junto a él. Por eso pudo ensefiar a sus discipulos y a nosotros hoy un nuevo
mandamiento; amarnos unos a otros como €l nos amd a todos, incluso a aquellos que lo odiaban. No era una ensefianza vacia inventada por él,
sino la vida que habia vivido, fruto del amor de Dios por él.

La polarizacion actual en nuestro pais debido a la situacion politica y la economia aparentemente turbulenta como consecuencia de las
guerras comerciales ha afectado inevitablemente a nuestras vidas y a las de nuestras familias, nos guste o no. Incluso las redes sociales, fuente de
entretenimiento para muchos de nosotros para escapar del estrés de la vida cotidiana, estan contaminadas por la mancha de la situacién actual.
Las noticias sobre personas detenidas y deportadas sin el debido proceso, simplemente por el color de su piel y el idioma que hablan, han sido una
constante en los medios de comunicacion. Muchos de nosotros estamos preocupados; muchos de nosotros tenemos miedo. Este entorno esta
empujando a muchos miembros de nuestra comunidad a desconfiar de los demas y a ver la vida cotidiana con una pesadez en el corazén que no
existia hace poco tiempo. En este contexto, Jesucristo nos da una vez mas este nuevo mandamiento de amarnos unos a otros como él nos ama.

En este quinto domingo de Pascua, estamos llamados una vez méas a hacer brillar la luz de Dios en el mundo, envuelto en una niebla
aparentemente oscura de inquietud causada por la situacion actual de la politica y las relaciones comerciales en nuestro pais y en el resto del mun-
do. Es muy tentador confiar inicamente en nuestros instintos y pasar a un modo defensivo, viendo a todos y todo lo que nos rodea como una ame-
naza para nosotros o para nuestros seres queridos. En la lectura del Evangelio de hoy, es después de la partida de Judas Iscariote cuando JesUs
declara que ha llegado la hora de que el Hijo del Hombre sea glorificado y que Dios es glorificado en él. A continuacion, da el nuevo mandamiento
del amor. Jesus tenia todas las razones para creer que Judas iba a traicionarlo, lo que acabaria llevandolo a ser capturado por las autoridades que
lo querian muerto. Sabia que esto iba a suceder y, sin embargo, no lo veia con ojos de desesperanza, sino que lo aceptaba como el camino hacia
el testimonio definitivo del reino de Dios. No es que Jesus deseara el fin de su vida, jen absoluto! Aceptaba
lo que estaba a punto de suceder como una expresion de que el amor y la esperanza divinos no podian ser
vencidos por el miedo y la muerte. Este es también el significado de las palabras de Pablo y Bernabé en la
primera lectura: «Es necesario que pasemos por muchas tribulaciones para entrar en el reino de Dios». Es
con firme esperanza y confianza en Dios que afrontamos las incertidumbres de hoy, porque Dios nos ayu-
dara a superarlas. Asi es como encontraremos fuerza en estos tiempos dificiles y seremos una luz para los
demas que estan agobiados por lo que esta sucediendo.
