Set the Stage

» The Bible is God’s revelation of Himself or His way of
revealing Himself to us.
* Arevelation is a surprising unknown fact. It is a
surprise about God. It is typically not what we would
have thought or expected.

* God reveals Himself progressively in the Bible.
1. He begins with a title - God
2. Then adds a description - God Almighty
3. Then He reveals His personal name - Jehovah or
Yahweh
4. Then He reveals His character by adding descriptions to
His personal name - Yahweh Jireh or Yahweh Rapha
