     TPC Wisconsin is again hosting the American Family Champions Professional Golf Tournament in Cherokee be-

tween June 1st and June 7th . They plan to do the same process as last year. This will  again represent a traffic chal-

lenge for  owners entering our development. For security reasons, Madison Police will have two checkpoints. One at  

the intersection of Comanche and Wheeler Road, and one on Sherman Avenue on the north side of the  intersection of 

Sherman Ave. and Wheeler Road.  They will only be present at certain hours during the tournament. No vehicles will 

be allowed past the checkpoints without proper identification. They will however allow delivery vehicles, contractors, 

caretakers, emergency vehicles and homeowners through the checkpoints.  The American Family tournament mailed 

two passes per unit only to unit addresses that must pass through the checkpoints which are  all units on Golf Course 

Road, Golf Parkway, Sherman Avenue units and Golf Glen. These passes are  only to get through the  checkpoints and 

to identify your cars if you park outdoors. If you did not get one email us at cherokeegc@gmail.com. 

     Owners on driveways along Wheeler Road and on Golf View Road will get 2 parking passes ,which is a blue sheet to 

be placed on your dashboard  only for parking in the guest parking lots.  This is to avoid unauthorized parking by non-

residents in our private roadway system. All vehicles parked in our outdoor lots must display a parking  pass to park in 

our outdoor lots during the actual tournament June 5th-7th to avoid being towed.  The American Family tournament 

director will again provide us signage  for each entrance and we have additional signage for each parking lot. 

     The Association will change staff schedules to ensure we have a constant presence on our grounds during the week  

and on the weekend during the tournament hours.  The busy days will be  June 5, 6 and  7 .  If everyone exercises a lit-

tle patience during the event we should  again have very few problems.
