Pastor’s Desk

Title: The Courageous Yes of St. Jerome Parish in Advent

Advent at St. Jerome is a season of hopeful waiting, rooted in practical faith. In
Matthew’s gospel, Joseph faces a difficult reality: Mary is with child before they share a
life together. He considers quietly dismissing the engagement to avoid scandal, yet God
meets fear with a call to fidelity. An angel’s dream reveals the mystery: what is
conceived in Mary is from the Holy Spirit. For our parish, this echoes our own moments
when God’s plan seems uncertain, yet He invites us to trust and act.

Risen invitation: Joseph’s fear is transformed into action: he takes Mary into his home
and names the child Jesus, recognizing that He will save His people from their sins. For
St. Jerome, Jesus is not distant or abstract; He is the one who walks with us as we
nurture families, guide youth, care for the elderly, and reach out to the marginalized in
our neighborhoods and schools.

Isaiah’s message: The Lord’s word to Ahaz—do not fear—speaks to our parish life too. In a
world of shifting politics, cultural pressures, and personal anxieties, St. Jerome is invited
to stand firm in faith, not in human tactics alone. The sign is intimate and personal:
Immanuel, “God with us.” In Advent, God enters our parish family in the birth of Christ
and in the daily, quiet ways He sustains us: devotion at Mass, catechesis, parish
ministries, and loving service.

Connection: Both texts call St. Jerome parishioners to courageous trust that yields concrete
love. Like Joseph, we safeguard what is sacred in our home and parish; like Isaiah, we refuse
fear-driven despair and choose faith-filled action. Our Advent posture becomes: embrace fear,
listen to God’s word, and respond with fidelity in parish life—whether welcoming a newcomer to
the parish, visiting the homebound, sponsoring a family in need, or mentoring a young person
on their faith journey.

Practical application for St. Jerome Parish: 
Family life: Begin and end each day with a prayer of trust; cultivate a home where
Emmanuel is to be born.

Community outreach: Partner with local schools, shelters, and service organizations to
be signs of God’s presence and saving love. 

Personal spiritual life: Practice a daily “Yes” to God’s invitations, even when the path is
unclear, and let Advent prayer shape actions of mercy and justice.

Closing prayer: O God of courage and mercy, grant St. Jerome Parish the grace to hear
your word with clarity, to trust your promises in times of fear, and to say yes to your
saving plan in our homes, our schools, and our neighborhoods. May Immanuel dwell
among us, that our parish be a light of hope this Advent and Christmas. Amen.
